The date of May 26, 2009 at 1:30 p.m., at the Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN was set for a hearing to consider the petition from The Nature Conservancy for the abandonment of a portion of County Ditch No. 140, Lateral A.

A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to appoint Harold Vig and Gordon Sonstelie to the Sandhill Watershed District Board for three-year terms.

Myron Jesme, Gene Tiedeman, and Orville Knott of the Red Lake Watershed Board and Doug Sorenson, Marvin Hedlund and Nick Drees of the Middle River, Snake River, Tamarac River Watershed Board came before the Board to discuss the Grand Marais Creek Joint Powers Outlet Restoration Project Concept.  After some discussion a motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague,  adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to support the concept regarding the Grand Marais Creek Joint Powers Outlet Restoration Project.

Gerald Amiot, Polk County Auditor-Treasurer and Myron Knutson of PFM (Public Financial Management, Inc.) came before the Board with the results of the bond sale for General Obligation Drainage Bonds, Series 2009, for the funding of Red Lake Watershed District Ditch #12 project, formerly County Ditch #53.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ISSUANCE, AWARDING SALE, PRESCRIBING THE FORM AND DETAILS AND PROVIDING FOR THE PAYMENT OF $925,000 GENERAL OBLIGATION DRAINAGE BONDS, SERIES 2009.

John Schmalenberg, Polk County Coordinator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department. A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the bid of Therm Air Sales Corp. of Fargo for the purchase of a water chiller in the amount of $88,300.00, the purchase being based upon higher efficiency and extra capacity.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize advertising for bids for the pump and installation of the water chiller.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize payment to Tangee Bouvette in the amount of $686.04 for mileage and meals and to Wal-Mart in the amount of $85.04 for cleaning supplies for the Incinerator.


The following resolution (2009-4-30) was offered by Commissioner Strandell:

WHEREAS, Minnesota Statutes 469.1812 through 469.1815 authorize property tax abatements for Community Economic Development purposes, and

WHEREAS, the City of East Grand Forks desires to offer a program pursuant to said statutes.

WHEREAS, The City of East Grand Forks desires to authorize a two (2) year Tax Abatement for New Home Construction for the year 2009 in cooperation with Polk County and Independent School District 595.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of County Commissioners of Polk County that Polk County does authorize a housing incentive tax abatement program with the following parameters:

1. The City of East Grand Forks, Independent School District 595 and Polk County participate in the program.

2. The program would apply to new residential construction only.  New residential construction shall include modular homes and stick built homes.

3. The program would apply to owner occupied single-family dwellings, including town homes and twin homes, ready for occupancy in the year 2009.

4. The abatement of real property taxes would be for two years.  The first two years where payment of taxes are based upon the value of the new dwelling.

5. The City of East Grand Forks shall be responsible to notify Polk County of which properties are in the program at the time the real property is acquired and arrange for the proper hearing(s) as required by law.
