
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., August 4, 2009 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for August 4, 2009:
a. Approve Auditor Warrant List for July 2009.

b. Approve the July 21 and July 28 board minutes.

c. Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amount of $98.79 for supplies.

d. Approve payment to Nathan Rasch, Crookston MN in the amount of $80.00 for the balance of 2009 uniform allowance.

e. Approve payment to James Tadman, Crookston MN in the amount of $218.13 for additional shipping not paid on previous invoice; supplies for Active Shooter training; and law enforcement supplies.

f.  Approve payment to 11x17 Inc., Jacksonville, TX in the amount of $73.10 for sheet protectors for the Highway Department.

g. Approve payment to Crookston Daily Times, Crookston, MN in the amount of $97.00 for a one-year subscription for the Fosston Incinerator.

Cynthia Madigan, Partnership Specialist and Melanie Mendez from the Census Bureau came before the Board to discuss information regarding the 2010 Census for Polk County.

Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to the Highway Department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the petition on CD # 78, Section 33 and 34 of Lowell Township and appoint Richard Sanders as Ditch Engineer and authorize the work to be done.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the replacement of a highway truck with equipment to replace the highway truck that was totaled by fire.  


John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator and Tangee Bouvette, Human Resources came before the Board to discuss the GASB45 Post Employment Benefits report by Hildi Inc.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve and accept the study by Hildi Inc., and to work with the audit firm to fund the reserve for GASB45.

John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve payment of equipment for two of the highway trucks ordered this spring.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve payment of $850.00 for the Polk County Attorney’s office for registration fees to the Minnesota CLE for 2009 Criminal Justice Institute.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to set December 1, 2009 at 1:00 o’clock p.m. for a Board meeting with a Budget Hearing at 6:00 o’clock p.m.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the purchase of panels for the Air Conditioning Unit for the Government Center in the amount of $6,000.00.


Upon motion the Board adjourned for lunch.


Rob Wagner, Polk County Assessor came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the proposal for an appraisal of the New Flyer property with Steven Wall Appraisal Services, Inc. Robert Wagner, Polk County Assessor came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  

Gerald Amiot, Polk County Auditor-Treasurer and Ron Denison, Accounting Officer came before the Board to discuss the audits for 2009, 2010, and 2011.  After some discussion a motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the quote of Brady Martz for the Polk County Audit for 2009, 2010, and 2011.


Paul Proulx came before the Board to discuss the pumping project for the Union/Lake Sarah Improvement District.


Bryan Paradis, President of the Union/Lake Sarah Improvement District, along with several of the Board members came before the Board to discuss the Union Lake Outlet Screen recent bid opening.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt that $40,000.00 from the Flood Damage Account be paid toward the pumping screen, provided that the Sandhill Watershed becomes the entity of responsibility for the pumping project, ayes: Montague, Affeldt, Buness.  Nays:  Strandell, Diedrich.

A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the July Auditor Warrants for payment:
