
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., August 25, 2009 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for August 25, 2009: 

1. Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amount of $179.38.

Bill Wilson, Waste/Energy Facility Manager came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to set the Tipping Fee at the Incinerator for 2010 at $65/per ton.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the resignation of Mr. Wilson, Waste/Energy Facility Manager with regret effective December 31, 2009 and authorize advertising for the position. 
Jon Steiner, Environmental Services and Josh Johnston, Planning and Zoning Administrator came before the Board to discuss department matters. Upon motion resolution (2009-8-50) was approved for a Conditional Use Permit for administrative support and operation of a home based business from an accessory structure and construct a 50’ x 70’ structure, residential in design on Parcel No. 29-223.    (Complete copy of resolution on file in the office of the County Coordinator).
Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer and Rob Wagner, County Assessor came before the Board to discuss services for the Manatron Managed Support.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the contract for Manatron’s Managed Support Services for a twelve-month period at the cost of $1,500.00 per month.

Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve payment to Cardmember Services in the amount of $3,505.19.

Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to award the contract for Bridge Construction and Approach Grading for SP 060-609-021 to Robert R. Schroeder Construction in the amount of $7,396,452.30 (low bid) and authorize the Chairman of the Board and County Coordinator to sign said contract.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the petition on CD #158 and appoint Richard Sanders as Ditch Engineer and authorize the work to be done.  


The following resolution (2009-8-49) was offered by Commissioner Strandell:

WHEREAS, The following resolution (2009-2-16) was adopted by the Polk County Board of Commissioners on February 17, 2009:

IT IS RESOLVED That Polk County enter into Mn/Dot Agreement No 94071 with 
the State of Minnesota, Department of Transportation for the following purposes:

To provide for payment by the State to Polk County for the use of County State Aid Highway No. 1 as a detour route during the grading, bituminous surfacing and box culverts No 54X06 and No. 54X07 replacement construction and other associated construction upon, along and adjacent to Trunk Highway No. 75 at 0.6 miles and 2.1 miles north of Shelly in accordance with State plans, specifications and special provisions designated as State Project No. 5409-26 (T.H. 75=175)

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED That the Chairman of the Polk County Board and the County Coordinator are authorized to execute the Agreement and any amendments to the Agreement.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED That Paragraphs 1 & 2 of Detour Agreement No. 94071 is hereby amended and modified to read as follows:

It is estimated that the State’s cost for the road life consumed by the Trunk Highway No. 75 detour is $6,803.42, based on a Combined Tax Factor of 0.00392, and Average Daily Traffic count of 1,050 vehicles diverted from Trunk Highway No. 75, a County road length of 13.33 miles and an estimated detour duration of 124 days.  The State’s total payment for the road life consumed by the Trunk Highway No. 75 detour is equal to the amount computed by using the $Gas Tax Method” formula plus any amount determined by using the “Equivalent Overlay Method” analysis that is in excess of twice the “Gas Tax Method” amount.  However, the maximum obligation of the State under this Agreement shall not exceed $18,000.00, unless the maximum obligation is increased by execution of an amendment to this Agreement.

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED That the Chairman of the Polk County Board and the County Coordinator are authorized to execute the amendments to the Agreement.

Commissioner Montague seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Affeldt.  NAYS:  None.  
John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to set the times for the Board meetings from September 15, 2009 through December 31, 2009 as follows:  first and third board meetings to begin at 8:00 o’clock a.m. instead of 8:30 o’clock a.m. and the second board meeting to begin at 12:45 o’clock p.m. instead of 1:20 o’clock p.m.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize entering into a contract with Materials Management Cooperative Purchasing Venture for 2009 and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said agreement.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the contracts for 2010 and 2011 with American Communications Inc. for technical assistance and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said contracts.

With no further business the Board adjourned to reconvene at 8:30 o’clock a.m. on September 1, 2009.
