
Pursuant to motion of adjournment the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 12:45 o’clock p.m., December 1, 2009 in the Commissioners Room, Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present:  Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator, Clerk of the Board.  Others present: Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.  


A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Strandell, and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for December 1, 2009: 

1. Approve November Auditor Warrant List. 

2. Approve payment to Fertile Oil, Fertile MN in the amount of $16,047.85 for a transport of diesel fuel for the Highway Department.


Marvin Hedlund, Middle River/Snake River Tamarac Watershed Board appointment from Polk County came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to the Watershed Board.


Blake Carlson of JOR Engineering and Keith Mykelseth from BOWSER discussed matters pertaining to the County ditches.


Colleen Hoffman of Hoffman Dale & Swenson Governmental Audit Services, Thief River Falls, MN came before the Board to discuss the financial activities of Polk County for the fiscal year ended December 31, 2008.


Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Equipment replacement for 2010.


John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Feedlot Program Agreement for 2010 through 2011 and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said agreement.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to amend the award of the Government Center remodeling bid to include the $16,000 for noise masking from Innes Construction.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the reappointment of Paul Driscoll to the Marshall and Polk Rural Water System Board for a 4 year term to end December 31, 2013.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the following Appropriations for 2010:  Retired Senior Volunteer Program, $2,000; Committee on Aging, $2,500; MN Red River Valley Development Association, $1,500; E. Polk Soil and Water, $39,200; W. Polk Soil and Water, $39,200; Polk County Fair Association, $18,000; Occupational Development Center, $7,500; Polk County Historical Society, $15,000; Tri-Valley Transportation, $12,299; Valley Chore, $14,340; Veteran’s Posts, Memorial Day, $840; East Grand Forks Heritage Foundation, $4,000; East Polk Heritage Center (Fosston), $4,000.
