
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., February 24 2009 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for February 24, 2009: 

1. Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amounts of $83.29.

Michelle Cote, Polk County Recorder came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to her department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the repair of books for the Recorder’s Office in the amount of $13,765.13.

Willard Wilson, Waste/Energy Facility Manager came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to the Waste/Energy Facility.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to award to R.J. Zavoral & Sons the construction of the MSW Cell #8 in the amount of $162,644.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board authorization to fill the position of Maintenance Mechanic.

Gerald Amiot, Polk County Auditor-Treasurer and Nancy Shafer, Dispatch Supervisor came before the Board to discuss the software support from GeoComm for Polk County.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the maintenance contract agreement between GeoComm and Polk County for software support and GIS maintenance services from March 1, 2009 through February 28, 2010 for a fee of $7,516.00.

Gerald Amiot, Polk County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve payment of $6,494.58 to Cardmember Services.


The following resolution (2009-2-19) was offered by Commissioner Affeldt:

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That pursuant to M.S. 471.415 the Polk County Board of Commissioners does hereby dispense with the requirement of an indemnifying bond prior to the re-issuance of Warrant No. 142754 and Warrant No. 145271.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Polk County Auditor-Treasurer be and hereby is authorized to reissue duplicate warrants pursuant to M.S. 471.415.

A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness to appoint Marvin Hedlund to the Middle River, Snake River, Tamarac River Watershed Board as the representative from Polk County effective April 1, 2009 through August 26, 2011.  Ayes:  Buness, Montague, Affeldt.  Nays:  None.  Abstain:  Strandell.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the amendment to the office lease between Polk County and the Department of Employment & Economic Development in the East Grand Forks Center for the period of March 1, 2009 and February 28, 2011.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the appointment of Commissioner Buness to the RSVP committee.
The following resolution (2009-2-20) was offered by Commissioner Strandell:

WHEREAS, The State of Minnesota and its local political subdivisions are encouraged to enter into agreements for cooperative programs that promote efficiencies in providing governmental services for the benefit of the citizens of Minnesota.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That pursuant to the provisions of Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 174.02, Subdivision 6 and Minnesota Statute, Chapter 471.59, Subdivision 1 that the Polk County Board of Commissioners hereby enter into a Joint Powers/Cooperative Agreement with the City of Crookston and the State of Minnesota through its Department of Transportation to construct and operate a sand and salt storage facility.


Commissioner Buness seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Affeldt.  NAYS:  None.

Upon motion the Board adjourned for lunch.

The Board met with representatives of the Nature Conservancy to discuss the status of the Glacial Ridge project.
