
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., February 3, 2009 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for February 3, 2009: 

a. Approve Auditor Warrants List for January 2009.

b. Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amounts of:  $41.62, $480.99, $1,019.43, $232.79, and $2,300.89.

John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve Change Order # 181 in the amount of $2,403.00 for the Justice Center.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize out of state travel for Sheri Altepeter, Polk County Public Health Director; her expenses are covered by the State of MN Public Health.  


The following resolution (2009-2-15) was offered by Commissioner Affeldt:


WHEREAS, The purpose of the Wild Rice Watershed District board is to conserve the natural resources of the land within the watershed’s district by land use management, flood control, and other conservation projects by using sound scientific principles for the protection of the public health and welfare and the provident use of the natural resources; and


WHEREAS, The Wild Rice Watershed District is seeking to establish a new watershed management district; and


WHEREAS, The Wild Rice Watershed District is then seeking to establish a new watershed management district fee, levy or tax on every parcel within the district in order to create additional operational funding to support projects within the watershed district; and


WHEREAS, It is the function of the State or other political subdivisions having authority or means for construction, maintaining, or operating or engaging in other projects or operations to effectuate this policy, as far as practicable; and


WHEREAS, Polk County supports the Wild Rice Watershed District’s current maximum tax levies currently established for its operation; and


WHEREAS, Polk County opposes the creation of a new watershed management district within the already existing Wild Rice Watershed District; and


WHEREAS, Polk County opposes this system of imposing a new watershed management district fee, levy or tax as an inappropriate application of the watershed’s powers.


THEREFORE, Polk County opposes the creation of a new watershed management district and any imposition of a new watershed management district fee, levy or tax on any land within the exterior boundaries of Polk County or within the current Wild Rice Watershed District.



Commissioner Strandell seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Affeldt.  NAYS:  None.


Pursuant to published notice bids for four Sheriff’s cars were received.  The State Contract was the only bid for cars.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Strandell to accept the bid of the State contract for four Sheriff’s cars in the amount of  $92,713.44 and direct the Sheriff to use equipment from older cars as much as possible.


Shawnn Balstad representing the Pembina Trail RC & D came before the Board to present the annual report.


Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the bid of Bert’s Truck for the purchase of tandem axle truck equipment in the amount of $151,404.00 (low quote).  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness to accept the bid of RDO for the purchase of a 2009 loader in the amount of $128,598.75, ayes: Buness, Strandell, Affeldt, nays: Montague.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the purchase of a metric tool and die set from Williams Hardware in the amount of $1,042.900 plus tax.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to award the bid for SAP 060-641-022 and SAP 060-710-003 for surfacing CSAH#41 to Knife River Materials (low bid) and authorize the Chairman of the Board and County Coordinator to sign said contract.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the sale of 1.24 acres type 3 wetlands from CSAH 39 bank to Mahnomen County and 0.44 acres type 2 wetlands from CSAH 39 bank to Ron Bergh.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the payment of $4,730.00 to GoodPointe Technology for technical support for sign and roadway management software.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the quote of Northwest Heating and A/C for an air exchanger for the Fertile Shop in the amount of $14,100.00 (low quote).


Don Kleven, Realty Specialist and Scott Kahan, Detroit Lakes Wetland Manager of the US Department of the Interior, Fish and Wildlife Service came before the Board to request a certification of acres from Gerald and Sandra M. Vandermay for purchase.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the acquisition by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service of T. 148 N., R. 44 W., 5th P.M. Section 12, SE ¼ NW 1/4, E ½ N ½ SW ¼.


Jon Steiner, Polk County Environmental Services Officer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to award the Hauling Contract for 2009 through 2013 to Mark Hagen in the amount of $377,520.00 (low bid).  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve a Solid Waste abatement for Parcel No. 32.01017.01 for 2009 and prior year.


A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the January Auditor Warrants for payment
