Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., July 28, 2009 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for July 28, 2009:

1. Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc. Fargo, ND in the amounts of:  $612.25, $504.65, $211.23, $1,450.48, and $235.31.

2. Approve payment to Leticia Sanchez, Crookston MN for photo lineups along with translated statements on ICR 09-987 in the amount of $1,000.00 for the Sheriff’s Office.
3. Approve payment to Vanguard Appraisals, Inc., Cedar Rapids, IA for the Assessor’s Office for a Vanguard Computer Systems Service Plus Contract in the amount of $2,400.00.
4. Approve payment to Crookston Fuel Co., Crookston, MN in the amount of $4,449.94 for fuel for the Highway Department.

A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to award Sarah Reese the SHIP Grant Coordinator position for Polk County and to advertise for a Community Facilitator position and if the SHIP Grant is no longer available the position will be eliminated.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize two positions in the public health department to go from 80 and 75 percent to full-time to assist with the SHIP grant and when the grant is completed the positions will go back to part-time of 80 and 75 percent.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the following; Amendment for Contract Rate Reductions between Polk County Public Health and Polk County Social Services, Grant Preparedness Dollars and the Family Planning Special Projects Grant and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said contracts.

Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  

Josh Johnston, Planning and Zoning Administrator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to Planning and Zoning.  Upon motion resolution (2009-7-46) was approved for Parcel No. 30.00570.00 to build a 24’ x 40’ accessory structure (complete copy of resolution on file in the office of the County Coordinator).  Upon motion resolution (2009-7-47) was approved for Parcel No. 45.00234.06 to hook a septic to an accessory structure (complete copy of resolution on file in the office of the County Coordinator).

Jon Steiner, Environmental Services Director came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his budget.

Susan Mills, Director of Tri-County Corrections came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to the Juvenile Detention Center.

John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize filling a sergeant position in the Sheriff’s Department.

The following resolution (2009-7-48) was offered by CommissionerAffeldt:

WHEREAS, 1995 amendments to the Comprehensive Local Water Planning Act, M.S. 103B.301 gave the MN Board of Water and Soil Resources (BWSR) authority to extend the ending date of local water plans for a period not to exceed two years, and

WHEREAS, Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 103B.301, Comprehensive Local Water Management Act, authorizes Minnesota Counties to develop and implement a local water management plan, and

WHEREAS, the Act requires that a county update and revise their local water management plan on a periodic basic within 10 years, and

WHEREAS, the Act encourages that a county coordinate its planning with contiguous counties and solicit input from local governmental units and state review agencies, and

WHEREAS, the Act requires that plans and official controls of other local governmental units be consistent with the local water management plan, and

WHEREAS, Polk County has a current state approved and locally adopted (July 12, 2005) Comprehensive Local Water Management Plan which is due to expire on December 31, 2009, and

WHEREAS, The priority concerns stated in the Polk County Local Water Management Plan are still priority for the County, and

WHEREAS, With the passage of a constitutional amendment which provides a potential funding source for many of Polk County’s priority concern for the next twenty five years, and

WHERAS, with the relevance of the existing concerns and the newness of these potential new funding sources Polk County would like to delay the scheduled update so it can better format the updated plan in a manner to better align it with these funding sources.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Polk County Board of Commissioners request an extension, in accordance with the BWSR Local Water Management Plan Update Guidance, for a period of two years.  This extension would allow adequate time to be spent on each of the phases of the update process.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Polk County will not order or commence any project during the period of the extension pursuant to M.S. 103B.331 subd. 3 and 4.


Commissioner Buness seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Affeldt.  NAYS:  None.

With no further business the Board adjourned to reconvene at 8:30 o’clock a.m. on August 4, 2009.
