
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., July 7, 2009 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agenda and consent agenda except for item e. on the consent agenda for July 7, 2009: 

a. Approve Auditor Warrant List for June 2009.

b. Approve the June 23, 2009 board minutes.

c. Approve payment to Cole Papers Inc., Fargo, ND in the amounts of:  $180.24 and $116.84.

d. Approve payment to James Tadman, Crookston, MN in the amount of $262.00 balance of 2009 clothing allowance/Sheriff’s Office.

e. Approve payment to the Postmaster, East Grand Forks, MN in the amount of $70.00 for box rent for the Assessor’s Office.

f. Approve payment to James Tadman, Crookston MN in the amount of $684.79 for   firearms training supplies for the Sheriff’s Office.

Karl Erickson, Chief Deputy came before the Board to discuss the payment to Spielman Radio as listed in item e. of the consent agenda.  The payment will be discussed at a Public Safety meeting later on this month.

Bryan Paradis and Jack Erickson representing Union Lake/Sarah Improvement District came before the Board to discuss the bid process for the installation of screens for the pumping of the lakes.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize County Auditor-Treasurer Gerald Amiot to act as opening agent for Union Lake/Sarah Improvement District bid process.

Josh Johnston, Planning and Zoning Administrator came before the Board with a Conditional Use Permit.  Upon motion resolution (2009-7-39) was approved for a Conditional Use Permit to hook a septic system to an accessory structure on Parcel No. 30.00570.00 (complete copy of the resolution on file in the office of the County Coordinator).  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve an Asbestos Hauling Permit to Regional Sanitation for hauling asbestos from the University of Minnesota to the Landfill.

Rob Wagner, County Assessor came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the hiring of an independent assessor and a lawyer if necessary for the New Flyer property tax court case.

Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to appoint an appraisal team for tax forfeited property, the County Auditor-Treasurer, County Assessor, Environmental Services Officer and Commissioner Diedrich.   A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to proceed with renegotiation for the Polk County Plat Book.

 
The following resolution (2009-7-40) was offered by Commissioner Montague:


WHEREAS, The County Board of Commissioners of the County of Polk, State of 
Minnesota, desires to offer for sale certain parcels of land that have forfeited to 
the State of Minnesota for non-payment of taxes; and


WHEREAS, Said parcels of land have been viewed by the Polk County Board of 
Commissioners and have been classified as non-conservation lands as provided 
for in Minnesota Statutes 282.01.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That the Polk County Board of Commissioners hereby certified that all parcels of land have been viewed and comply with the provisions of Minnesota Statutes 85.012, 92.461, 282.01 Subd. 8,and 282.018, and other statutes that require the withholding of tax-forfeited lands 
from sale.  The County Board of Commissioner hereby certifies that the Soil and Water Conservation Board of the district in which the land is located has reviewed the attached land sale list and identified any and all non-forested marginal land and wetland.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Polk County Board of Commissioners 
hereby requests approval from the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources of 
the sale of said lands.


Commissioner Affeldt seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Affeldt.  NAYS:  None.

Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to award the Salt Storage Building M.P. 109-00-00 to Greystone Construction Company in the amount of $280,420.00 (low bid).  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to award the lease of a Caterpillar to Ziegler Inc. for a six-month rental in the amount of $4,700.00 per month.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Memorandum of Agreement between Polk County, Pembina Trail Resource Conservation and Development Area and Glacial Ridge National Wildlife Refuse for Invasive Species Control and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said memorandum of agreement.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the payment of $21,671.96 to Knife River for the county’s share for upgrading of the intersection at 3rd and Johnson (CSAH 6).

Sheri Altepeter, Polk County Public Health Director came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to her department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the MN Department of Health Grant Project Agreement for Community Health Board # B29682 and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said Agreement.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the hiring of a Statewide Health Improvement Program (SHIP) Coordinator position.

Upon motion the Board adjourned for lunch.

Cam Fanfulik of the NW Regional Development Commission came before the Board to discuss renewable energy.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign a Letter of Support to the Northwest Minnesota Foundation for a grant to complete the Renewable Energy Audit Summary for seven northwest Minnesota counties.

John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  The Chairman of the Board appointed Commissioner Buness to the Energy Alternative Steering Group.


The following resolution (2009-7-41) was offered by Commissioner Montague:

BE IT RESOLVED, By the Board of County Commissioners of Polk County that Polk County enter into a grant agreement with the State of Minnesota through its Department of Public Safety for Highway Enforcement of Aggressive Traffic Speed Control Enforcement.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, By the Board of County Commissioners of Polk County that the Chairman and the Clerk of the Board be and they hereby are authorized to sign said agreement on behalf of Polk County and that Captain Karl Erickson be and he hereby is authorized to sign vouchers for reimbursement and other necessary documents for the execution and operation of said grant.

Commissioner Buness seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS:  Commissioner Buness, Commissioner Strandell and Commissioner Montague NAYS: Commissioner Affeldt.
