
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., March 24 2009 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for March 24, 2009: 

1. Approve payment to GrandView Lodge, Nisswa, MN for lodging fees for the Veteran’s Service Office in the amount of $400.00.

Jon Steiner, Environmental Services Officer and Mark Hagen came before the Board to discuss the Waste Hauling contract.

Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department. The following resolution (2009-3-24) was offered by Commissioner Montague:


WHEREAS, Warrant No. 141607 in the amount of $789.11 was issued in the name of Ye Ole Print Shoppe on February 22, 2008, and;


WHEREAS, Pursuant to the affidavit on file in the office of the County Auditor-Treasurer, said warrant has been lost or destroyed.


NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That pursuant to M.S. 471.415 the Polk County Board of Commissioners does hereby dispense with the requirement of an indemnifying bond prior to the re-issuance of Warrant No. 141607.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Polk County Auditor-Treasurer be and hereby is authorized to reissue a duplicate warrant pursuant to M.S. 471.415.

The following resolution (2009-3-27) was offered by Commissioner Montague:

WHEREAS, In accordance with Minnesota Statutes 97A.145, Subd. 2, the Commissioner of the Department of Natural Resources on March 24, 2009 provided the county board and the appropriate town officers with a description of lands to be acquired by the State of Minnesota for water and wildlife conservation purposes.

Lands to be acquired are described as follows:  S ½ SE and NW SE of S. 14 – 152 -46.

WHEREAS, The National Weather Service river crest predictions for Crookston and East Grand Forks and along with overland flooding in Polk County will cause a significant amount of public property damage; and

WHEREAS, The Polk County Department of Emergency Management requests the Polk County Board of Commissioners to declare Polk County in a State of Emergency for the flood event of 2009.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That the Polk County Board of Commissioners declares Polk County in a State of Emergency for conditions resulting from the flooding event of 2009.  The time period for this declaration is March 24 through April 23, 2009.


Commissioner Montague seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS:  Strandell, Montague, Affeldt.  NAYS:  None.


Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board with matters pertaining to the highway department.  A discussion was held on the closing of roads during the flooding.


The following resolution (2009-3-26) was offered by Commissioner Montague:

WHEREAS, Robert Lian has officially retired as a Maintenance Employee of the Polk County Highway Department, effective April 30, 2009: and

WHEREAS, Robert has faithfully and diligently served the residents of Polk County for the past 41 years.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Polk County Board of Commissioners does hereby accept the retirement of Robert Lian from the Polk County Highway Department with regret, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Polk County Board of Commissioners wishes to extend a hearty "thank you" for a job well done, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Polk County Board of Commissioners want to extend to you, best wishes for a long, active and enjoyable retirement.
