
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., March 3, 2009 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for March 3, 2009: 

1. Approve Auditor Warrant List for February 2009.

2. Approve the February 3, February 17, and February 24, 2009 board minutes.

3. Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amounts of:  $163.86, $140.24, $1,013.83, $327.83, and $521.26.

4. Approve payment to South Metro Training, Edina MN in the amount of $259.00 for registration fees for training in March 2009.

5. Approve payment to Office of Enterprise Technology, St. Paul, MN in the amount of $1,086.00 for telephone service.

Marvin Hedlund came before the Board to discuss his appointment to the Middle River/Snake River/Tamarac Watershed Board.

Wendy Thompson, Patrick Grundmier of the Northwest Minnesota Continuum of Care and representatives of Tri-Valley and Inner-County Community Council came before the Board to explain the Heading Home Northwest Minnesota 10-year plan addressing homelessness in a 12-county region which includes Polk County.


The following resolution (2009-3-21) was offered by Commissioner Affeldt:


WHEREAS, Heading Home Northwest Minnesota is a 10-year plan to address homelessness in a 12-county region, which includes Polk County; and


WHEREAS, Polk County will benefit from the action steps put forth in this plan to address homelessness in the region; and


WHEREAS, The plan was created with input from throughout the region and endorsed by the Northwest Minnesota Continuum of Care; and


WHEREAS, The plan provides an analysis of homelessness in Northwest Minnesota and contains county, regional. State, and national data of significance; and


WHEREAS, A representative of the Northwest Minnesota Continuum of Care (the CoC) presented the 10-year plan entitled Heading Home Northwest Minnesota to the Polk County Board.  The CoC provided the county with a link to the full report as well as a copy of the Executive Summary for review.


THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That the Polk County Board hereby supports the goals contained in Heading Home Northwest Minnesota and encourages collaboration by all stakeholders to reach those goals.


Commissioner Montague seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Affeldt.  NAYS:  None.

Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize advertising for two Maintenance II positions.  

Mr. Arlyn Strobel present member of the Middle River/Snake River/Tamarac River Board came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to the Board and thanked the Board for their support over the years.

Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness to authorize the reissuance of a check to Mark Haugen, PHD LP in the amount of $718.75.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to set the date of April 7, 2009 for a bond sale for the Red Lake Watershed District involving Ditch No. 53 and authorize obtaining the services of PFM for the bond consultant.

A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the DAV to use the Polk County Government Center parking lot on May 14, 2009 from 9:00 a.m., to 5:00 p.m., for their Mobile Service Office visit for County Veterans.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the 1-year lease with the City of McIntosh for the Extension Office and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said lease.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve Amendment No. 1 between Polk County and Tri-Valley for lease of office space in the Polk County Human Service Center in East Grand Forks for 2009 and 2010 and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said lease.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize advertising to obtaining bids for replacing the air conditioning unit and pumps for the Polk County Government Center.
