
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:00 o’clock a.m., October 27, 2009 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for October 27, 2009: 

1. Approve Board minutes of October 20, 2009.

2. Approve payment to Cardmember Services in the amount of $8,231.63.

John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to recommend the nominations of Commissioner Montague to the Financial Institutions, Gerald Jacobson to the Labor, Tracy Sundeen to the Seniors, and Kathleen Twite to the Business committees on the NW Regional Development Commission.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Strandell to adopt the fee schedule for the Civil Process and other fees in the Sheriff’s Office effective November 1, 2009 as follows:  Ayes: Buness, Strandell, Montague.  Nays: Affeldt:

Civil Process and Other Fees

1. Serving a summons, warrant, writ, subpoena, or any process issued by a court of record, $30.00 for each defendant served and mileage.
2. For all process, when no charge is made for service, of a return of not founds or unsatisfied, $30.00.

3. Writ of Execution levies, (bank, wages, personal property, real estate property), $30.00.

4. Collection on execution after levy on personal property, six percent; six percent on the total amount of levy collected and total amount seized or collected on the execution without levy.

5. Posting: $30.00 + mileage.

6. Certificate of Sale on executions, personal property and/or real estate, $30.00, copy requested $15.00.

7. Selling land on foreclosure of a mortgage, for all services required, including executing a certificate of sale, $40.00, per sale held.

8. Mechanic Lien Certificate of Sale, $40.00.

9. Writ of Execution returned (not used, no property found, partially satisfied): $30.00 and mileage.

10. Notices of intent to redeem received by the sheriff (MS 580.24), $100.00 (Allowable per MS 580.24).

11. Redemption of property and executing a certificate of redemption and any related service (MS 580.25), $250.00.  Documents received following redemption, $20.00. (Allowable per MS 580.25).

12. Securing and safely keeping property in replevin, attachment, or on execution to be computed on the basis of time spent and hourly rate of pay of the sheriff or deputy executing the process: Deputy time, mileage and storage.

13. Fee for storage on County property: $12.00/day – sheltered; $7.00 – unsheltered.

14. Unlawful Detainer/Eviction/Writ of Recovery and Order to Vacate, $30.00 mileage and deputy time.

15. For services not herein enumerated, $30.00, if provided by the County Board.

16. Reissue of Affidavit and/or Certificate of Service: $10.00.

17. Mileage: 45 cents per mile, minimum $5.00.  When applicable, mileage will be included on all civil process matters handled by the Sheriff.

18. Writ of execution deposit in advance of service:  This is at the discretion of the Sheriff.

19. Driver’s license and motor vehicle registration printouts: $5.00

20. Handgun Permits: $100.00

21. Renewal Handgun Permits: $75.00

22. Purchase Permits: No fee.

23. Film/Tape: (35mm, APS, Polaroid, Cassette, VHS) (Per data practices as outlined by MS 13.03 & 13.04)

24. Digital Information: (Photos, Audio, and Video) (Per data practices as outlined by MS 13.03. & 13.04)

25. Notary Fee: $2.00

26. Certified Copy Fee: $2.00

27. False Alarm Response, $25.00 per Deputy dispatched.  This fee structure would apply after giving written notice to the alarm holder and the 3rd false alarm, and false alarms thereafter, in a six-month period.

28. Background Checks, $10.00 for the basic background check.  If applicable, other fees related to the preparation and completion of the background check will be added.

29. Civil Process Deputy Time is the current rate of pay plus benefits; may include overtime.

30. Incident/Accident Reports/Other Case File Information (Per data practices as outlined by MS 13.03 & 13.04)

  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to reappoint Commissioner Strandell to the Grand Forks – East Grand Forks Metropolitan Planning Organization for a two-year term to end November 30, 2011.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the MN Department of Health Community Health Board Agreement for Hepatitis B follow-up and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said agreement.

Josh Johnston, Planning and Zoning Administrator came before the Board with matters pertaining to Planning and Zoning.  Upon motion resolution (2009-10-63) was approved for a Conditional Use Permit to hook up a septic system to an accessory structure on Parcel No. 74.00217.00 (complete copy of the resolution on file in the office of the County Coordinator).  Upon motion resolution (2009-10-64) was approved for a Conditional Use Permit to locate a commercial kennel on Parcel No. 65.00096.00 (complete copy of the resolution on file in the office of the County Coordinator). 

Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Election Systems & Software, Inc Post Warranty Hardware Maintenance Services and Software Maintenance and Support Services with Polk County and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said agreement.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve a Bond Sale on November 17, 2009 for the Union/Lake Sarah Improvement District in the amount of $400,000.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize retaining the services of PFM as Bond consultants. 
Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.


The following resolution (2009-9-65) was offered by Commissioner Affeldt:


WHEREAS, Resolution (2009-9-60) was adopted on September 23, 2009; and


WHEREAS, Said resolution had an incorrect (Geographic) description.


THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED That the resolution (2009-9-60) be amended as follows:

WHEREAS, The County Board of Polk County, did adopt a resolution revoking a segment of County Road within the corporate limits of the County of Polk as follows:


County Road 205

Legal Description:  Beginning at a point on Trunk Highway No. 59, located at or near the North East Corner of section 10,Township 147 north, Range 42 west; thence along the established centerline of the public road descried as follows: From said point of beginning extending East on or near the North line of section 11, and section 12, Township 147 north, Range 42 west to a point at or near the north east corner of said section 12 and there terminating, and

WHEREAS, By Minnesota Statute 163.11, the resolution revoking said segment of County Road doesn't go into effect until Polk County has properly recorded with the County Recorder all County interests in real estate used for said County Road, and

WHEREAS, Said County Road was laid out as a 4 rod road and designated a segment of County Road 205 by the Polk County Commissioners, August 8, 1969.

It is therefore ordered that said segment of County Road 205 be recorded as a 4 rod roadway. 


Commissioner Montague seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Affeldt.  NAYS:  None.


The following resolution (2009-9-66) was offered by Commissioner Affeldt:


WHEREAS, Resolution (2009-9-61) was adopted on September 23, 2009; and


WHEREAS, Said resolution had an incorrect (Geographic) description.


THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED That the resolution (2009-9-61) be amended as follows:

WHEREAS, It appears to the County Board of the County of Polk that the road hereinafter described as a County Highway should be revoked under the provisions of Minnesota Law;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, By the County Board of the County of Polk that the road described as follows, to‑wit:

(Geographic) C.R. 205 from TH 59 (2 miles North of Winger, MN) to 2 miles East.  Legal Description:  Beginning at a point on Trunk Highway No. 59, located at or near the North East Corner of section 10, Township 147 north, Range 42 west; thence along the established centerline of the public road described as follows: From said point of beginning extending East on or near the North line of section 11, and section 12, Township 147 north, Range 42 west to a point at or near the north east corner of said section 12 and there terminating.  Length 2.0 miles.  Be, and hereby is, revoked as a County Highway of said County.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board is hereby authorized and directed to forward two certified copies of this resolution to the Commissioner of Transportation for his consideration.


Commissioner Montague seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Affeldt.  NAYS:  None.
