
Pursuant to motion of adjournment the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 12:45 o’clock p.m., September 15, 2009 in the Commissioners Room, Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present:  Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator, Clerk of the Board.  Others present: Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.  

A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Strandell, and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for September 15, 2009: 

a. John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the following Purchase of Service Contracts: Our Children Succeed (Amherst Wilder Foundation), Our Children Succeed, (Marshall County), Our Children Succeed, (Tri-Valley Opportunity Council, Inc.), Our Children Succeed, (Tri-County Community Corrections) and authorize the Chairman of the Board and County Coordinator to sign said contracts.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve payment of $575.00 to ISC for copier maintenance and $53.00 for registration and dues for the Veterans Office Conference.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to declare three Crown Victoria cars Vehicle #2FAP71WX5X176408, Vehicle #2FAFP71W13X13315 and Vehicle #2FAHP71W53X215928 from the Sheriff’s Office as surplus and authorize said vehicles to be auctioned off.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to appoint Warren Strandell to serve on the MPO Census Complete Count Committee.

Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the petition on CD #136 Branch 4 and appoint Richard Sanders as Ditch Engineer and authorize the work to be done.


The following resolution (2009-1-58) was offered by Commissioner Affeldt:

BE IT RESOLVED, That the County of Polk enter into an agreement with the Soo Line Railroad Company d/b/a Canadian Pacific Railway Company and the Commissioner of Transportation for the installation and maintenance of railroad crossing signals at the intersection of 390th St SE (CR 206) with the tracks of the Soo Line Railroad Company d/b/a Canadian Pacific Railway Company in Knute Township in Polk County, Minnesota, and appointing the Commissioner of Transportation agent for the County to supervise said project and administer available Federal Funds in accordance with Minnesota Statute, Section 161.36.  The County’s share of the cost shall be 10 percent of the total signal cost.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Chairman of the Board and County Coordinator be and they are hereby authorized to execute said agreement and any amendments thereto for and on behalf of the County.

Commissioner Strandell seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Affeldt.  NAYS:  None.


Jon Steiner, Environmental Services Officer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the following fee assessments for 2010:  $100.00 for residential, $60.00 for handicapped and seasonal and a variable rate fee schedule ranging from $120.00 to $30,000 for non-residential. 


Michelle Cote, County Recorder came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to her department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize additional book restoration in the amount of $19,684.24.


Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to adjust Tax-Forfeited Parcel #82.00872.00 to $2,500.00 plus specials of $9,137.80 and set the basic sale price total at $11,637.80.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve two applications for the Knights of Columbus #5341 for a 1 to 4 day temporary On-Sale Liquor License for October 23 and 24, 2009 at the Tabor Hall and October 24, 2009 for Sacred Heart East Grand Forks, St Michael’s Fall Fling.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the quote of Sunray Printing Solutions for printing of the Polk County Plat Book in the amount of $7,995.91 (low quote) for 500 copies.


John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board with matters pertaining to the final discussion for the Proposed Levy for 2010.
