
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., September 1, 2009 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for September 1, 2009:  

a. Approve Auditor Warrant List for August 2009.

b. Approve the August 4, August 18 and August 25, 2009 board minutes with corrections.

c. Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amounts of $168.23, $64.95.

d. Approve payment to Simplex Grinnel, Palatine, IL for the Justice Center in the amount of $69.23.

e. Approve payment to Minnesota State Board of Assessor’s, St. Paul, MN for a license application fee in the amount of $55.00.

f. Approve payment to Crookston Fuel Co., Crookston, MN in the amount of $15,563.98 for a transport of fuel.

g. Approve payment to Larry Orvik, County Attorney’s Office for lodging, meal and travel expenses for a Criminal Justice Institute, St. Paul, MN in the amount of $796.24.

A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve payment of a $20 registration fee for the County Recorder to attend a MDA conference.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to submit $200.00 zoning fee to the City of Crookston to rezone Parcel No. 82.03057.00 from residential to light industrial. A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to declare a 2003 Crown Victoria Vehicle #2FAFP71W33X133316 from the Sheriff’s Department as surplus and authorize said vehicle to be auctioned off.

Josh Johnston, Planning and Zoning Administrator and Jon Steiner, Environmental Services Officer came before the Board with matters pertaining to Planning and Zoning. Upon motion resolution (2009-9-54) was approved for Leah Faudskar on Parcel # 65.00085.00 to locate a commercial kennel in the Agricultural District (complete copy of the resolution is on file in the office of the County Coordinator). 

Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.

The following resolution (2009-9-55) was offered by Commissioner Buness:
