POLK COUNTY BOARD OF APPEAL

AND EQUALIZATION

JUNE 16, 2009


The Polk County Board of Appeal and Equalization met at 5:00 P.M. on June 16, 2009 in the Commissioners Room at the Polk County Government Center, Crookston, Minnesota.  Members present: Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Don Diedrich and Gerald J. Amiot, Polk County Auditor-Treasurer.  Others present: Robert Wagner, Polk County Assessor, Steve Carlson and Michelle Cote, Polk County Assessor’s Office staff members.

Vickie Hughes, Notary Public, administered the oath to the members.

A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and carried by a unanimous vote of the Board to nominate and elect Don Diedrich as Chairman of the 2009 Polk County Board of Appeal and Equalization

All those persons who appeared before the board were eligible to appear, unless otherwise noted.

It was moved by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and carried by unanimous vote of the board that the County Assessor’s recommendations for Parcel Nos. 61.00113.00 and 29.00169.00 be approved.

It was moved by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and carried by unanimous vote of the board that the following County Assessor’s recommendations for all parcels in the City of Nielsville be approved:

I am also recommending the reduction of our Map Factor for the City of Nielsville.  We had increased the Map Factor to .55 for the assessment.  New information about sales not available at that time has come to light through the Local Board of Appeals and Equalization that would change our thoughts on the increase given.  Working with the Department of Revenue I am recommending that we change the Map Factor to .375.  This would reduce the total value of Nielsville approximately $409,100 and would affect 68 of the 100 parcels in the district.  Part of this reduction is that a COMPLETE FULL REAPPRAISAL of the City be done for the 2010 Assessment.  The State is requiring a written plan from our office and we will be working with our Department of Revenue Representative on this project.  This has been discussed with the Local Board of Appeal (City Council) and is agreeable to them.  The Local Board could not make the change as it would exceed the 1% that they are allowed to change in value.  The total value of Nielsville represents less than .052% of the total County value.  This value decrease would represent less than .013% of the total County value.
With no further business, a motion was made by Auditor-Treasurer Amiot, seconded by Commissioner Buness and carried by unanimous vote of the Board that the 2009 County Board of Appeal and Equalization be adjourned at 9:00 P.M.
