
Pursuant to motion of adjournment the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 12:45 o’clock p.m., April 20, 2010 in the Ground Floor Conference Room, Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present:  Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator, Clerk of the Board.  Others present: Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Tangee Bouvette, Deputy Clerk of the Board.  

A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness, and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for April 20, 2010: 

1. Approve Commissioner Warrants.

Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amounts of:  $7,059.40, $12.58, $151.05, and $208.23.

2. Approve payment to MeritCare Medical Group, Fargo, ND in the amount of $692.00 for medical services.

3. Approve Satisfaction of Mortgage for Lois Confer and Nancy Confer. 

(Flood Loan)  

The Board reviewed a letter from Kay Heggie regarding the offering of her services to write grant applications on behalf of the City of Crookston, schools and Polk County.  The Board reviewed the terms of the settlement agreement between Polk County and American Crystal Sugar. A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness, and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept and sign the settlement agreement. 


Chris Jordheim appeared before the board to discuss the Camp Shalom development and asked the Board to approve the plat prior to completion of road construction.  The Board deferred action until after the planning and Zoning meeting on April 23, 2010.  The Board will review the decision on the April 27, 2010 Board meeting.
Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the Calcium Chloride bid by Univar in the amount of $1.025 per gallon delivered and applied.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to award the crack/seal filling quote to Northwest Asphalt and Maintenance in the amount of $1.11 per pound.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to advertise the City of McIntosh SAP 60-641-27.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the petition for repair of JD 73, appoint Richard Sanders as Engineer and authorize the work to be completed. A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve MN DOT sending Richard Sanders to Oklahoma City, OK for the National Local Transportation Area Partners Conference.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve sending of three maintenance personnel to the John Deere Proving Grounds and Engine Plant in Dubuque, IA for an equipment demonstration by RDO at the expense of John Deere.

John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve repurchase of unit number 374 from Ness Truck and Equipment in the amount of $12,000.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the ratification of the AFSCME contract.   A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to award the low furniture bid for the Polk County Government Center to North County Business Products in the amount of $247,012.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to dissolve the comprehensive water plan task force established March 16, 1988.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to advertise to fill an unexpired term on the Sandhill River Watershed Board.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to purchase the following hardware items: 4510 Cisco Chassis with Dual Supervisor cards, 5 GB POE blades and dual power supplies. (Complete copy of list on file in the office of the County Coordinator). A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Montague to approve the replacement of a Clerk Typist Cashier III position for the Sheriff’s Office.  Ayes: Montague, Affeldt and Diedrich. Nayes: Buness.  

Nancy Shafer, Polk County Assistant Emergency Manager, came before the board to discuss matters pertaining to Emergency Management.   

The following resolution (2010- 4-22) was offered by Commissioner Montague:

Whereas, the Polk County Commissioners, as the governing body of  Polk County has or will entered a grant agreement with the State of Minnesota, Department of Public Safety (DPS) for the acquisition and installation of radio equipment capable of operating upon the Allied Radio Matrix for Emergency Response (ARMER) public safety radio system.

Whereas, Polk County is a member of the Northwest Regional Radio Board (RRB).

Whereas, the Polk County Commissioners, as the governing body of Polk County has or will entered into a subscriber agreement with the RRB and the State of Minnesota, Department of Transportation (MnDOT) permitting the operation of ARMER radio equipment by public safety officials within the County.

Whereas, a limited interoperability participation plan must be approved by the County and submitted to the RRB for approval before ARMER radio equipment intended for use by public safety officials within the County can be programmed and installed.

Now Therefore Be It Resolved, that the Polk County Commissioners, as the governing body of Polk County approves the following limited interoperability participation plan applicable to the use of ARMER radios by County public safety officials:

I. Existing Public Safety Communication System

The County currently maintains the following public safety communication systems:
Law Enforcement System-The county’s main public safety communications system is an independent communication system maintained by the County Sheriff and operating in the Very High Frequency (VHF) spectrum.

Fire System- The county’s fire paging and basic fire department communication system is an independent communication system maintained by the County Sheriff and operating in the VHF spectrum.

Emergency Medical Services (EMS) System- The county’s EMS first responder paging and basic communications system is provided over the county’s fire system.

County Public Works System- The county’s basic public works communication system is an independent communication system maintained by the county public works department and operating in the VHF spectrum.

The following VHF public safety interoperability frequencies are monitored at the county Public Safety Answering Point (PSAP):

B. Regional Interoperability Talkgroups


Upon the determination of appropriate regional interoperability talkgroups by the RRB, the ARMER subscriber radios maintained by the County will be programmed with those talkgroups.

C. Local Talkgroup

The County requests the creation of one local talkgroup that will be programmed into the ARMER subscriber radios to provide direct communication between county users, including the County PSAP, and other ARMER system users authorized by the County.  The County requests that this talkgroup be authorized across the broadest geographical region of the state consistent with SRB standards and practices.


V. 
Talkgroup Monitoring

Where the RRB has adopted a standard identifying a local or regional interoperable talkgroup to be monitored by the County PSAP, the County will monitor that talkgroup.  In the absence of such as standard, the County PSAP will monitor the local talkgroup identified in section IV.C.

VI.
Patches to Local Communication Resources

The County PSAP will maintain the ability to patch local communication resources, including VHF interoperability channels, to state and regional interoperability talkgroups consistent with state and regional interoperability standard, as required, to facilitate cross spectrum interoperability within the County.

VII.
Training

Public safety personnel will not be authorized to use ARMER subscriber equipment until such time as they have been provided appropriate training as required by SRB Standard 1.11.5.  User training for PSAP and EOC subscriber radios will be coordinated with the DPS, Division of Emergency Communication Networks.
