
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:00 o’clock a.m., April 27, 2010 in the Large Conference Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Don Diedrich, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and Consent Agenda except for item d. for April 27, 2010. 

a. Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amounts of $373.85, $887.03 and $227.89.

b. Approve payment to Valley Fun Source, East Grand Forks MN in the amount of $18,369.16 for the purchase of a boat, motor and two trailers.  (Purchase is being paid for out of a Federal Stimulus Grant.)

c.  Approve payment to Minnesota Revenue in the amount of $400.00 for the annual `Storm Water Permit Fee for the Landfill.

d. Approve payment to CardMember Services, St. Louis, MO in the amount of $7,548.41.

e. Approve payment to Arrowwood Resort, Alexandria, MN in the amount of $315.40 for lodging fees for Rhea Grove for the MCCC Conference June 7-9, 2010.

f. Approve payment to Bureau of Criminal Apprehension, St. Paul, MN in the amount of $15.00 for a background check.

Les Goodwin, Veterans Service Officer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his office.

Sheri Altepeter, Polk County Public Health Director came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to her department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the MN Department of Health Amendment regarding Health Disparities in refugee and foreign born populations and the MN Department of Health Amendment to the Public Health Emergency Response PHER 4 Grant and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said amendments.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the UND agreement for a summer student for the WIC program and authorize the Public Health Director to sign said agreement.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agreement with the MN State University at Moorhead for a Public Health Nurse for summer assistance.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the hiring of a dietician for the WIC staff to cover for vacations as needed.

Sarah Reese, SHIP Coordinator, gave an update to the Board on the SHIP program.

Josh Johnston, Planning and Zoning Administrator came before the Board with matters pertaining to Planning and Zoning.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to give Final Plat approval on the Shalom Estates, Parcel no’s 74.00060.00 and 74.00687.01.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to give preliminary plat approval on the Woodland Pond Estates, Parcel no’s 74.00172.00 and 74.00172.05.  Upon motion resolution (2010-4-25) was approved for an Interim Use Permit for R.J. Zavoral & Sons, Inc to locate a Contractors yard on Parcel #40.00018.03 (complete copy of the resolution on file in the Office of the County Coordinator).

Jon Steiner, Environmental Services Officer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize payment of $400 to the MPCA for a storm water permit.

Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Application for Repurchase of Forfeited Lands on Parcel No. 87.00270.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize payment to the Cardmember Service of $7,548.41.   

John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to recommend the reappointment of Cathy Gutterud to the Local Social Services Agency Board to the Department of Human Resource.

The following resolution (2010-4-26) was offered by Commissioner Diedrich:

WHEREAS, Under the provisions of M.S. Section 86B.105 the Sheriff of each county is required to carry out the provision of Chapter 86B and the Boat and Water Safety Rules promulgated by the Commissioner of Natural Resources, including patrol, enforcement, search and rescue, watercraft inspection, waterway marking and accident investigation, all included as the Sheriff’s duties.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, By the Board of County Commissioners of Polk County that Polk County submits a budget to the Commissioner of Natural Resources to carry out the duties of Boat and Water Safety.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, By the Board of County Commissioners of Polk County that the County Sheriff, the Chairman of the County Board and the County Coordinator be and they hereby are authorized to sign said agreement and to submit said agreement on behalf of Polk County.


Commissioner Buness seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Montague, Affeldt, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.
