Whereas, The Act requires that a county update and revise their local water management plan on a periodic basis, and

Whereas, The Act requires that plans and official controls of other local governmental units be consistent with the local water management plan, and 

Whereas, Polk County has determined that the revision and continued implementation of a local water management plan will help promote the health and welfare of the citizens of Polk County, and

Now, Therefore, Be it Resolved, That the Polk County Board of Commissioners resolve to revise and update its current local water management plan.

Be it Further Resolved, That Polk County will coordinate its efforts in the revision and update of its plan with all local units of government within the county, and the state review agencies; and will incorporate, where appropriate, any existing plans and rules which have been developed and adopted by watershed districts having jurisdiction wholly or partly within Polk County into its local water management plan.

Be it Further Resolved, That the Polk County Board of Commissioners authorizes the establishment of a Water Management Advisory Committee with the responsibility of revising and updating the plan and who shall report to the County Board on a periodic basis.

Be it Further Resolved,  That the Polk County Board of Commissioners delegates the East and West Polk Soil and Water Conservation Districts the responsibility of coordinating, assembling, writing and implementing the revised local water management plan pursuant to M.S. 103B.301.


Commissioner Diedrich seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Montague,  Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.

Approve for signature the Natural Resource Block Grant.


Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A discussion was held on a resolution for the management of all-terrain vehicles in public right of way.  By consensus of the Board it was decided that more information was needed before a decision was made.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the petitions on CD #86, Section 7 of Scandia Township, CD #161, Section 1 and 12 of Little Vineland Township and CD #167, Section 13 of Garden Township and appoint Richard Sanders as Ditch Engineer and authorize the work to be done.
