
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., February 23, 2010 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, Tangee Bouvette, Deputy Clerk of the Board. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for February 23, 2010: 

1. Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amounts of:  $73.98.

2. Approve payment to the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency for two employees to attend the Landfill Recertification Training session in the amount of $340.00.

Michelle Cote, County Recorder, came before the board to discuss matters pertaining to her department.   Ms. Cote asked the board for permission to fill her vacant Clerk Typist Cashier III position opening within her department.   A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to table the request.
Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve payment of the Card Member Services bill in the amount of $4,442.42.   A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve payment to Hepner Consulting in the amount of $140.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve application and recording fee for a notary within the Auditor’s office.  Mr. Amiot asked the board for permission to fill a Taxpayer Service Center Supervisor/Tax System Administrator position that would report to the County Auditor-Treasurer, County Assessor, and County Recorder.   A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the posting of the position.   A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to set the County Board of Appeal and Equalization on June 15, 2010 at 5:00 p.m.

Richard Sanders, County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  


The following resolution (2010-2-14) was offered by Commissioner Diedrich:

IT IS RESOLVED, That Polk County enter into Mn/DOT Agreement 96228 with the State of Minnesota, Department of Transportation for the following purposes.

To provide for payment by the State to the County for the use of County State Aid Highway No. 21 as a detour route during the grading, bituminous mill and overlay, and lighting construction and other associated construction to be performed upon and adjacent to Trunk Highway No. 220 from 0.14 miles north of County State Aid highway No. 19 to Trunk Highway No. 1 under State Projects No. 4511-17 (T.H. 220=220) and No. 6017-39 (T.H. 220=220). and Bridge No. 15007 replacement construction and other associated construction to be performed upon, along and adjacent to Trunk Highway No. 1 from 0.2 miles west of Bridge No. 5581 to 0.3 miles east of Bridge No. 5581 under State Project No. 1501-12 (T.H. 1=136).

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Chairman of the Board and the County Coordinator are authorized to execute the Agreement and any amendments to the Agreement.


Commissioner Affeldt seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Diedrich, Buness, Montague, Affeldt.  NAYS:  None.

A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept Widseth, Smith and Nolting’s proposal for remonumentation of 190 sections in the amount of $482,600.00.
John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator, came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the signature of a Veteran’s Service Grant.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve replacing a vacated position on the County Extension Board with Kaydi Strickler.   A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to oppose the proposed changes to MS 216B.1691, Subd. 1 as outlined in House File 3060.   A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve submission of the Annual Feedlot Report.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to oppose the use of the USDA Curve Number as the method of financing for Project No. 42, Upper Becker Dam Enhancement Project.
