
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:00 o’clock a.m., March 23, 2010 in the Large Conference Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Don Diedrich, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda for March 23, 2010.

John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the Sheriff’s Department to auction off the following vehicles:  1996 Chevrolet Caprice Vin # 1G1BL52P1TR121636, 2005 Ford Crown Victoria Vin # 2FAFP71W15X176409, 2005 Ford Crown Victoria Vin # 2FAFP71W85X176410, 2006 Ford Crown Victoria Vin # 2FAFP71W66X149563, 1995 Chevrolet Tahoe 4/4 Vin # 1GNEK13K6SJ441722.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the quote of ReCarlson for purchase ($5,845.00) and installation by Lunseth Plumbing and Heating Co ($7,065.00) of a replacement humidifier for the Government Center.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the following grants for the Polk County Public Health, a $10,044.00 for Adult and Children immunization and a $6,800.00 grant for staff training and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said grants.  

The following resolution (2010-3-19) was offered by Commissioner Montague:

WHEREAS, Polk County is a participating member of the Northwest Regional Radio Board, a Joint Powers Entity formed pursuant to Minnesota Statutes 403.39 and 471.59 and;

WHEREAS, a Joint Powers Agreement creating the Northwest Regional Radio Board was approved by the fourteen counties and one city comprising the Board, including Polk County and;

WHEREAS, the current Joint Powers Agreement provides, in more than location, reference to Greater Northwest EMS serving as the Northwest Regional Radio Board Administrative Agent and;

WHEREAS, Greater Northwest EMS is no longer willing to serve as the Northwest Regional Radio Board Administrative Agent and;

WHEREAS, modification of the assignment of an Administrative Agent currently requires modification of the Joint Powers Agreement and;

WHEREAS, the Northwest Regional Radio Board recommends modification of the Joint Powers Agreement governing the Northwest Regional Radio Board to vest selection of the Administrative Agent in the Northwest Regional Radio Board.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED the Polk County Board of Commissioners approves the modifications to the Joint Powers Agreement recommended by the Northwest Regional Radio Board and attached hereto; and be it further

RESOLVED that the Polk County is hereby authorized to execute the required addendum to the existing Joint Powers Agreement to implement the authorized modifications.


Commissioner Buness seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Affeldt, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.


The following resolution (2010-3-20) was offered by Commissioner Affeldt:


WHEREAS, Inter-County Community Council and Tri-Valley Opportunity Council are valued partners of Polk County; and


WHEREAS, the cost effectiveness of Inter-County and Tri-Valley Opportunity County’s insurance programs have both direct and indirect impacts on Polk County and the citizens we both serve.


BE IT RESOLVED, That Polk County Board of Directors recognizes and extends its appreciation to MCIT for their current inclusion of Inter-County Community Council and Tri-Valley Opportunity Council in the Trust and encourages MCIT to take all necessary steps to assure the continued availability of its membership in the Trust.

A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague to authorize the payment of $1,040.00 to the State of Minnesota Department of Corrections for a Civil Commitment Petition as per MS 253B.045.


The following resolution (2010-3-21) was offered by Commissioner Affeldt:

WHEREAS, Pursuant to the affidavit on file in the office of the County Auditor-Treasurer, said warrant has been lost or destroyed.
