
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., March 2, 2010 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Tangee Bouvette, Deputy Clerk of the Board. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for March 2, 2010: 

1. Approve Auditor Warrant List for February 2010.

2. Approve the January 19, January 20, January 26, February 2, February 16 and February 23, 2010 board minutes.

3. Approve payment to Wal-Mart Community, Atlanta, GA in the amount of $46.14 for custodial supplies.

4. Approve payment to Kinetic Leasing in the amount of $400.27 for Highway Department copy machine lease
David Unmacht, a consultant with Springsted Corporation came before the board to discuss his services.  The board asked that he return with a proposal and timeline for services related to organizational restructuring and succession planning.

Shawn Balstad from the USDA came before the board to discuss the Pembina Trail RC&D and present the annual report.

Michelle Cote, County Recorder, came before the board to discuss the indexing project.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve $5,320.00 in additional funding for the importing of indexed data to existing software and an additional level of indexing.
