
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:00 o’clock a.m., August 24, 2010 in the Commissioners Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Don Diedrich, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator/Clerk of the Board. Others present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for August 24, 2010: 

1. Approve payment to SHRM Minnesota State Council, Duluth, MN in the amount of  $279.00 for 2010 SHRM Minnesota State HR Conference fees for Tangee Bouvette.

2. Approve payment to Saturn Systems Inc., Duluth, MN in the amount of $650.00 for website work.

3. Approve payment to Numara Software, Atlanta, GA in the amount of $1,444.59 for Track-It Software Renewal.

4. Approve payment to the Minnesota Deputy Registrar Association, Hastings, MN in the amount of $20.00 for registration fees for the County Recorder to attend the 2010 MDRA annual meeting.

5. Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amounts of:  $77.16, $84.65, $56.71, and $13.05.

6. Approve payment to Cardmember Service, St. Louis, MO in the amount of $7,177.26 for credit card purchases.

7. Approve Satisfaction of Mortgage for the Rehabilitation Loan for Jason J. Wardner.

Dan Wilkens, Administrator of the Sand Hill Watershed District came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to the watershed.

Barb Erdmann, representing the Sheriff’s Department came before the Board to discuss the Fosston Contract for sheriff services.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize filling the position of a second deputy for the Fosston Contract as requested by the City of Fosston.

Karin Eckdahl, Account Representative of TWRx came before the Board to discuss a County-Wide Discount Card program.  The Board took no action at this time.


Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the petition on CD #35, Sections 33, 34 of Farley Township and appoint Richard Sanders as Ditch Engineer and authorize the work to be done.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the petition on CD #139, Section 8 of Russia Township and appoint Richard Sanders as Ditch Engineer and authorize the work to be done.


Commissioner Diedrich left the meeting.


Shawn Larson of Morris Electronics and IT employees along with Tangee Bouvette, HR met with the Board to discuss IT computer matters.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the hire of an IT Analyst position and instructed the IT employees to create an outline for the future development of the IT department.

John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to purchase the following items from quotes:  Fritz’s Woodworking for a shelf under the License Center counter in the amount of $785.00 plus tax; North Country Business Products for a shelving unit for the License Center in the amount of $800.00 plus tax; and North Country Business Products for 2 lateral files for the Recorder’s Office in the amount of $349.00 each plus tax.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize signing a contract with JG Vending and ATM Services for an ATM machine to be installed in the Taxpayer Services Center.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the payment of Cole Paper bills in the amount of $2,547.45.


Jon Steiner, Environmental Services Officer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to set tip fees for 2011 at the Incinerator and Landfill at $65 per ton, the same as for 2009 and 2010.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to raise the Petty Cash Fund at the Transfer Station from $40.00 to $80.00.

Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.
