Members present:  Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator, Clerk of the Board.  Others present: Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Tangee E. Bouvette, Deputy Clerk of the Board.  


A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness, and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for December 14, 2010:

A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve a change in long distance phone coverage from OET over to Midcontinent as well as approve a 5 year phone lease agreement with Garden Valley Telephone Company in the amount of $12,582.25.

Jon Steiner, Environmental Services Director, came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department. A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve Technical Fund Expenditures in the amount of $943.35 to complete the current indexing project #1, $6,000 to Fidlar Technologies for the importing of the scanned images from the Recorder’s Project #2, and Project #3 $34,994.00 which includes preparation, indexing and importing of 60,000 documents.  Project list is on file in the Coordinator’s Office.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the utilization of the Recorder’s Technical Fund for the purchase of a printer in the amount of $999.00 plus tax.
