The following resolution (2010-7-43) was offered by Commissioner Affeldt:

WHEREAS, The State of Minnesota has appropriated $300,000 from the Help America Vote Act (HAVA) account to assist counties in defraying operating costs of the assistive voting equipment and vote-counting equipment in each polling place for the 2010 election year; and,

WHEREAS, The State of Minnesota Office of the Secretary of State is currently soliciting applications from counties for grants for the purpose stated above for counties that had fewer than 50,000 voters as of January 1, 2010 and have a current HAVA balance of less than $300 per polling place in existence as of May 28, 2010; and,

WHEREAS, Polk County has exhausted all HAVA funds received in 2006 prior to May 28, 2010 and has fewer than 50,000 voters as of January 1, 2010.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That the Polk County Board of Commissioners hereby approves the application by Polk County for the available HAVA operating grant funds and authorizes the Polk County Auditor-Treasurer to apply for said grant funds and to sign said application on behalf of Polk County.


Commissioner Diedrich seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Montague, Affeldt, Diedrich. NAYS: None.


Josh Johnston, Planning and Zoning Administrator came before the Board with matters pertaining to Planning and Zoning.  Upon motion resolution (2010-7-44) was approved for Dick Piker on Parcel #30.00050.05 for a Conditional Use Permit to hook a septic system to an accessory structure (complete copy of resolution on file in the office of the County Coordinator).  No action was taken on the request for a Conditional Use Permit on Parcel Nos 12.00139.00 and 12.00140.00, instead the applicant was instructed to submit the requisite information to the Zoning Department and appear at the next Planning Commission meeting for re-consideration of the request.

John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.


Curt Carlson and LeRoy Vonasek, Marshall County Commissioners came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to the Middle River-Snake River-Tamarac River Watershed District.


Steve Carlson representing the Assessor’s Office came before the Board to discuss PILT payments.
