
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., July 6, 2010 in the Ground Floor Conference Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Don Diedrich, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator, Clerk of the Board. Members Absent: Commissioner William Montague. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.  

A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for June 1, 2010: 

a) Approve Auditor Warrant List for June 2010.

b) Approve board minutes dated:  May 25, June 1, June 15, June 22 and June 29, 2010.

Myron Jesme, Gene Tiedemann and Albert Mandt from the Red Lake Watershed District Board came before the board to present their annual report.
Josh Johnston, Polk County Planning and Zoning Administrator, came before the board to discuss Planning and Zoning matters. 
The following resolution (2010-7-37) was offered by Commissioner Affeldt:
WHEREAS, Polk County Zoning Ordinance, Section 18.2225 (E) requires a Conditional Use Permit for the building of the connection for an accessory structure to a septic system on a lot in the Shoreland District and;

WHEREAS, Lonnie & Kenya Paradis own land described as That part of the Government Lot Eight (8), Section Twenty-six (26), Township One Hundred Forty-eight (148) North of Range Forty-three (43) West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, Polk County, Minnesota, described as follows:  Commencing at the southwest corner of said Government Lot 8; thence northerly along the west line of said Government Lot 8 having an assumed bearing of North 00 degrees 48 minutes 39 seconds West a distance of 548.02 feet to the northwest corner of Poissant Addition on file and of record at the office of the County Recorder, Polk County, Minnesota; thence North 89 degrees 07 minutes 01 seconds East along the north line of said Poissant Addition a distance of 59.31 feet to the point of beginning; thence North 00 degrees 52 minutes 59 seconds West a distance of 201.08 feet; thence North 89 degrees 07 minutes 01 seconds East a distance of 22.70 feet; thence South 53 degrees 41 minutes 59 seconds East a distance of 150.00 feet to the northwesterly line of said Poissant Addition; thence South 38 degrees 10 minutes 24 seconds West a distance of 142.20 feet to the north line of said Poissant Addition; thence South 89 degrees 07 minutes 01 seconds West a distance of 52.61 feet to the point of beginning, parcel #74-217.07 and;

WHEREAS, The Paradis’ plan meets all requirements of the Polk County Zoning Ordinances; and

WHEREAS, The Polk County Board of Commissioners finds:

1.
The applicants have received a permit to construct a conforming accessory structure on his non-riparian lot in the Shoreland District, Woodside Township.

2.
The applicants proposes to install a bathroom in the compliant accessory structure to be connected to a new septic system.  

3.
The applicants shall ensure the use of the accessory structure shall not be for habitation, or guest house purposes.

4.
The proposed use is a conditional use expressly designated in the ordinance; and,

5.
That the conditional use will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted, nor substantially diminish or impair property values within the immediate vicinity.

6.
That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for uses predominant in the area.

7.
That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have been or are being provided.

8.
That adequate measures have been or will be taken to provide sufficient off-street parking and loading space to serve the proposed use.

9.
That adequate measures have been or will be taken to prevent or control offensive odor, fumes, dust, noise and vibration, so that none of these will constitute a nuisance, and to control lighted signs and other lights in such a manner that no disturbance to neighboring properties will result.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That the Polk County Board of Commissioners grants a conditional use permit to Lonnie & Kenya Paradis with the following conditions:

1.
That the conditional use will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted, nor substantially diminish or impair property values within the immediate vicinity.

2.
That the establishment of the conditional use will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for uses predominant in the area.

3.
That adequate utilities, access roads, drainage and other necessary facilities have been or are being provided.

4.
That adequate measures have been or will be taken to provide sufficient off-street parking and loading space to serve the proposed use.

5.
That adequate measures have been or will be taken to prevent or control offensive odor, fumes, dust, noise and vibration, so that none of these will constitute a nuisance, and to control lighted signs and other lights in such a manner that no disturbance to neighboring properties will result.

6.
That the use of the property shall at all times be in compliance with all federal, State of Minnesota, and County of Polk rules and regulations.

7.
That all Federal, State and local regulations are followed regarding the handling and storage of hazardous materials.

8.
No guest house uses – applicant shall have furnished evidence of having recorded the signed guest house waiver with the property deed.


Commissioner Montague seconded the foregoing resolution and it 
was declared adopted upon the following vote:  YEAS: Buness, Montague, Affeldt, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.

Gordy Gudvangen came before the board to inform them that the Agassiz Recreational Trail recently received an RTP Achievement Award for Construction and Design and to thank the board for their continued support of the Agassiz Recreational Trail.

Scott Huizenga and Dick Grassel from the City of East Grand Forks came before the board to discuss funding for an ambulance subsidy.  The board directed the city and the townships to discuss options and come back with a recommendation.

Michelle Cote, Polk County Recorder, came before the board to discuss matters pertaining to the Recorder’s Department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve compliance fund requests. (Complete copy of the request on file in the office of the County Coordinator.)

Karl Erickson, Polk County Chief Deputy, came before the board to discuss matters pertaining to the Sheriff’s Office.  

The following resolution (2010-7-38) was offered by Commissioner Diedrich:

WHEREAS, Polk County Sheriff’s Office is responsible to patrol the lakes and waterways of the county; and 

WHEREAS, Grant dollars are available from the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources through the 2010 Federal Boating Safety Equipment Grant; and 

WHEREAS, This grant money is available for reimbursement for the cost of equipment needs related to boating safety enforcement, patrolling, buoy deployment etc.; and 

WHEREAS, Polk County Sheriff’s Office has successfully participated in this grant for several years in the past.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That Polk County formally agrees to enter into a grant agreement with the State of Minnesota/ Department of Natural Resources, known as the “2010 Federal Boating Safety Supplemental Equipment Grant.”

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, By the Board of County Commissioners of Polk County that the County Chief Deputy, the Chairman of the County Board and the County Coordinator be and they hereby are authorized to sign said agreement and to submit said agreement on behalf of Polk County.


Commissioner Buness seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Affeldt. NAYS:  None.

Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the amount of $49,925.20 payable to LePier’s Inc., for the purchase and replacement of docks destroyed by the June 17, 2010 tornado at Maple Lake Park.


The following resolution (2010-7-39) was offered by Commissioner Montague:

IT IS RESOLVED, That Polk County enter in MN/DOT Agreement No. 97215 with the State of Minnesota, Department of Transportation for the following purposes:

To provide for payment by the State to Polk County for the use of County State Aid Highways No. 9 as a detour route during the mill and overlay and culvert replacement upon, along and adjacent to Trunk Highways No. 75 under State Project No. 6012-44.

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Chairman of the Board and the County Coordinator are authorized to execute the Agreement and any amendments to the Agreement.


Commissioner Diedrich seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS:  Buness, Montague, Affeldt, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.

Jon Steiner, Environmental Services Officer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to Environmental Services.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the non-residential abatements as follows:
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A discussion was held regarding storm water permits and a storm water prevention plan that needs to be developed in order to be in compliance with new federal regulations.  Mr. Steiner provided the board updates on the incinerator, landfill, recycling program, SSTS, and tax forfeitures.

Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the license application for retail sales of Cigarette and other Tobacco products to Oak Cove Resort and Marine, Mentor, MN.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the release of payment of $40,000 to the Union Lake Sarah Improvement District for the completed Pump Screen project.  Mr. Amiot presented a funding request in the amount of $784 for the Red River Basin Commission.  No board action was taken on the request.

John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.   A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the 2010 revised budget. (Complete copy of the revised budget on file in the office of the County Coordinator.)   A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize Terri Heggie, Polk County Social Services to attend the Pre-Institute Training in Washington, DC on July 13-14, 2010 and approve out-of-state GSA of $71.00/day.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize payment in the amount of $70 for the Polk County Assessor’s PO Box.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the correction of an amount payable to Cardmember Services to $10,846.15 in the June 22, 2010 board minutes.
