
Pursuant to motion of adjournment the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 12:45 o’clock p.m., June 15, 2010 in the ITV Room, Second Floor of the Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present:  Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator, Clerk of the Board.  Others present: Gerald J. Amiot, Polk County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.  

A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt, and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for June 15, 2010:

1. Approve Commissioner Warrants: General Revenue Fund, $136,467.80; Public Works Fund, $211,383.70; Public Safety Fund, $35,032,34; Public Health Fund, $48,320,55; Spec Assmnts (Ditch) Fund, $14,602.00; Environmental Services Fund, $7,564.16; Resource Recovery Fund, $31,827.12; Landfill Fund, $19,264.44; Agency Fund, $318.46; Meals, $38.276; Per Diems, $1,800.00. 

2. Approve payment to Cole Papers Inc., Fargo, ND in the amounts of:  $41.29, $30.45.

3. Approve payment to Gopher State One Call in the amount of $37.70 for professional services for the Highway Department.

4. Approve payment to Arron Harlow, IT Department in the amount of $28.00 for mileage expenses.

Loren Zutz, Eldon Elseth, and James Stengren came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to the Middle River/Snake River, Tamarac River Watershed District.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to request a meeting with the Board of Commissioners of Marshall County to discuss the Middle River/Snake River, Tamarac River Watershed District.

Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the petition on CD #32, Huntsville Township, Section 1, 2, and 3 and Nesbit Township, Sections 7 and 8 and appoint Richard Sanders as Ditch Engineer and authorize the work to be done.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the quote of Ziegler Inc. for a Motor Grader rental in the amount of $4,500 per month (low quote).


Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.


The following resolution (2010-6-36) was offered by Commissioner Diedrich:


WHEREAS, Polk County is required by Minnesota Statute 203B.121, Subd. 1 to establish an Absentee Ballot Board effective June 25, 2010; and

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED That the Polk County Board of Commissioners hereby establishes an Absentee Ballot Board that would consist of a sufficient number of election judges as provided in sections 204B.19 to 204B.22 to perform the task.


Commissioner Montague seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Affeldt, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.


John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board that the following bills be paid: $400 to MPCA from the Landfill, $400 to MPCA from the Transfer Station, $400 to MPCA from the Incinerator and $100 to the Minnesota Department of Health for Asbestos License Renewal.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague that the following invoices by paid for the Government Center remodeling project: Building Systems Corporation for asbestos removal, $35,104.30; Lunseth Plumbing & Heating for humidifier installation, $7,065; Jarl Pederson for painting on the 1st floor, $4,412; and $1,782.30 to Richards-Wilcox for the Assessor’s Office file system.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the sealing of the granite on the Government Center in the amount of $9,370. to Jarl Pederson & Sons, Inc.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize entering into a contract with the ODC for vending of snacks and candy in the Government Center.

A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt, and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board that the following Commissioner Warrants were approved:
