A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness, and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for June 22, 2010:

Wilder Foundation for consultation/project evaluation services and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said agreement.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Contract with Knife River Materials for S.A.P. 60-658-13 CSAH 58 in the amount of $486,141.00 (low bid) and authorize the Chairman of the Board and County Coordinator to sign said contract.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the following bills:  $612.89 to Wells Fargo Financial Leasing for copier buyout and $10,846.15 to Cardmember Services for employee expenses.
