
Pursuant to motion of adjournment the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 12:45 o’clock p.m., May 18, 2010 in the Ground Floor Conference Room, Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present:  Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator, Clerk of the Board.  Others present: Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.  

A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness, and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for May 18, 2010:
1. Approve Commissioner Warrants: General Revenue Fund, $166,866.47; Public Works Fund, $172,616.58; Public Safety Fund, $51,335.83; Public Health Fund, $78,442.79; Forfeited Tax Sale Fund, $40,333.56; Spec Assmnts (Ditch) Fund, $10,285.43; Environmental Services Fund, $10,665.51; Resource Recovery Fund, $107,250.73; Landfill Fund, $11,063.44; Meals, $75.86; Per Diems, $2,025.00.

2. Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amount of $154.36.

3. Approve payment to Sheri Altepeter, in the amount of $104.25 for meals and mileage expenses.

Sheri Altepeter, Polk County Public Health Director came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to her department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the MN Department of Health WIC Grant Project Agreement for County Health Boards and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said agreement.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize a roster position for the WIC Program.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize a roster position for the jail.

Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the purchase of two GPS Controllers from Frontier Precision Inc., in the amount of $4,931.95 for the ditches and $6,596.95 for the highway department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the purchase of a scanner from ISC in the amount of $3,499.00 for the ditch scanning project.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the construction contract with Swanston Equipment Company of Fargo, ND on SP 088-070-003 and authorize the Chairman of the Board and County Coordinator to sign said contract.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the petitions on CD # 31, Section 19,20,21 of Nesbit Township and Lateral A Joint Ditch #64 Section 7 of Grove Park Township and appoint Richard Sanders as Ditch Engineer and authorize the work to be done.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the CL Replacements on CR #34 by Gladen Construction in the amount of $49,980.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the quote of Minn-Dak for miscellaneous patching for 2010 in the amount of $90,549.00 (low quote).

The following resolution (2010-5-28) was offered by Commissioner Affeldt:


IT IS RESOLVED, That Polk County enter into a Joint Powers agreement with the eleven Mn/DOT District 2 counties of Beltrami, Clearwater, Hubbard, Kittson, Lake of the Woods, Marshall, Norman, Pennington, Polk, Red Lake, and Roseau for the following Purpose:


Define the rights and obligations of each county for the delivery of project S.P. 088-070-003, a district wide Federal Highway safety project that will provide safety improvements in the form of pavement markings, rumble stripes, and signing on selected eligible highway routes.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the proper county officers be and hereby are authorized to execute such agreement and any amendments, and thereby assume for and on behalf of the County all of the obligations contained therein.

Commissioner Buness seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Montague, Affeldt, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.
Scott Balstad came before the Board to discuss appointment to the Sand Hill Watershed Board of Managers.  After some discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to recommend the appointment of Scott Balstad to fill the unexpired term of Gordon Sonstelie on the Sand Hill Watershed Board of Manager with a term to expire May 17, 2012.
John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize Polk County to enter into a contract with Saturn Systems for Polk County Web Site modifications.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Solid Waste 49’s Contract for the Transfer Station and Incinerator for three-years.

The following resolution (2010-5-29) was offered by Commissioner Diedrich:


BE IT RESOLVED, That the Polk County Sheriff’s Office enter into a grant agreement with the Minnesota Department of Public Safety, Office of Traffic Safety for the project entitled SAFE & SOBER COMMUNITIES during the period from October 1, 2010 through September 30, 2011.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the East Grand Forks Police Department is hereby authorized to execute the grants, be the fiscal agent and administer this grant on behalf of the Polk County Sheriff’s Office.

Commissioner Buness seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Montague, Affeldt, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.

Gerald Amiot, Polk County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.

The following resolution (2010-5-30) was offered by Commissioner Montague:

BE IT RESOLVED, That the County of Polk agrees to act as the legal sponsor for funding to the State of Minnesota Department of Natural Resources for the Crookston Driftbusters and the Sandhill Snowcruisers Snowmobile Clubs and Trails.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That upon approval of its application by the state, the County of Polk may enter into an agreement with the State of Minnesota and will comply with all applicable federal and state laws and regulations and conditions as stated in the agreement.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the County of Polk hereby agrees to serve as the fiscal agent for the Crookston Driftbusters and Sandhill Snowcruisers Snowmobile Clubs and Trails and authorizes the assignee to sign all related documents on behalf of Polk County.


This resolution carries forward for three years unless rescinded by this board.
