RESOLUTION APPROVING STATE OF MINNESOTA JOINT POWERS AGREEMENTS WITH THE COUNTY OF POLK ON BEHALF OF ITS COUNTY ATTORNEY AND SHERIFF

4.  That Warren Strandell, the Chair of the County of Polk, and John P. Schmalenberg, the County Board Clerk, County Coordinator are authorized to sign the State of Minnesota Joint Powers Agreements.
