
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., November 2, 2010 in the Commissioners Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Don Diedrich, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator, Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.  

A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for November 2, 2010: 

1. Approve Auditor Warrant List for October 2010.

2. Approve payment to Fertile Oil for transport of diesel fuel in the amount of $17,280.00.

Aaron Harlow from the IT department and Tangee Bouvette, HR came before the Board with matters pertaining to the IT department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich to approve the purchase of a Digital Alley Server and hard drive in the amount of $9,015.72, Ayes:  Montague Diedrich, Strandell, Nays: Affeldt, Buness.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to purchase a Fiber San in the amount of $18,447.34 and a Backup Fiber Switch in the amount of $6,487.16.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to purchase a Replacement SQL in the amount of $6,858.13 and use the Recorder’s Technology Fund for the purchase.

Sheri Altepeter, Polk County Public Health Director came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to her department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Grant Amendment between Polk County and the Minnesota Department of Health for reimbursement for case management and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said agreement.
Sarah Reese, State Wide Health Public Health Coordinator came before the Board to explain the Worksite Wellness Program.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to support the creation of a Wellness Committee for Polk County.  

Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Encroachment Permit by the County of Polk and the City of Erskine and authorize the Chairman of the Board and County Coordinator to sign said Encroachment Permit.
