
Pursuant to motion of adjournment the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 12:45 o’clock p.m., October 19, 2010 in the Commissioners Room, Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present:  Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator, Clerk of the Board.  Others present: Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.


A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for October 19, 2010: 

1. Approve Commissioner Warrants: General Revenue Fund, $101,244.35; Public Works 
Fund, $156,323.01; Public Safety Fund, $41,440.71; Public Health Fund, $71,740.79; 
Forfeited Tax Sale Fund, $62.58; Special Assessments (Ditch) Fund, $20,761.61;

4. Approve payment to Brandner Printing, Crookston, MN for office supplies in the amount 
of $35.24 for Victim Services.

6. Approve payment to Motorola, Chicago, IL in the amount of $66,171.03 for a radio 
system for Emergency Management.


Rodger Coauette, NW Private Industry Council Director came before the Board to discuss the Joint Powers Agreement between the seven counties in the Northwest Workforce Service Area.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to recommend the reappointment of Tom Anderson and Carolyn Toupin to the Northwest Private Industry Council.


The following resolution (2010-10-57) was offered by Commissioner Montague:


WHEREAS, The Polk County Board of Commissioners belong to a Joint Powers 
Agreement between the seven counties in the Northwest Workforce Service Area 
designating the Board of Directors of the Northwest Regional Development Commission as 
the Local Elected Official Board for Workforce Development activities under the 
Workforce Investment Act and said Agreement expired July 1, 2010.


NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That the Polk County Board of Commissioners 
extend the Joint Powers Agreement another two years to June 30, 2012 with no changes.


Commissioner Buness seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Affeldt, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.


Jon Steiner, Environmental Services Director came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to abate the Solid Waste fees on Parcel No. 94.00006.00.  


Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize reducing the retainage on S.P. 60-609-21 from 5 percent to 1 percent.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the petitions on CD #59, Section 24 of Hill River Township, CD #93, Section 22 of Vineland Township and CD #69, Section 19 and 21 of Vineland Township and Section 24 of Roome Township and appoint Richard Sanders as Ditch Engineer and authorize the work to be done.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the purchase of an Aluminum Welder and Accessories from Praxair in the amount of $1,139.61.
