A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for October 5, 2010:

Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to hold a Ditch Hearing on County Ditches 43, and 44 on November 18, 2010 at 10:30 a.m. at the Youngquest Auditorium on the University of Minnesota Crookston Campus.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the payment of $18,540.00 to Manatron for managed support services from 10-1-2010 to 9-30-2011.  


John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt to appoint Terrie Eidenschink to the LARL Board to fill the unexpired term of Kim Tweten. Ayes:  Montague, Affeldt, Diedrich.  Nays:  Buness.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to acknowledge and accept the receipt of the letter of resignation of Sheriff Mark LeTexier, noting his employment with Polk County will end with the end of his current term, January 3, 2011.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize Richard Sanders to attend the TRB in Washington D.C. January 23-27 2011 at MNDOT expense.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the proposal of Structures Inc. in the amount of $5,330.00 for purlin modification over entry doors on east and west sides of the Highway Engineering shop.


The following resolution (2010-10-56) was offered by Commissioner Diedrich:

WHEREAS, The Kittson County Board of Commissioners voted to file a Petition for review with the Minnesota Supreme Court requesting the Supreme Court review a recent decision of the Minnesota Court of Appeals decision regarding which concerns roads established along lateral ditches number 12, 13 and 14 of State Ditch Number 72 in Peatland Township; and

WHEREAS, The appeal involves issues relating to the authority of the State Drainage Commission and the district courts to establish public roads along judicial ditches in the State; and

WHEREAS, The Minnesota DNR is now interpreting this decision to pertain to other roads long established and used in areas which roads were not part of the current litigation; and

WHEREAS, The DNR has gone so far as to actually remove county signs from roadways established by previous County Road Orders and those signs are being replaced with DNR signs which prohibit or restrict certain vehicle traffic; and

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That the Polk County Board of Commissioners supports the Kittson County Petition to the Minnesota Supreme Court.
