A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for September 28, 2010:

A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to extend the Agreement with the ODC, Inc. for the recycling to begin 1-1-2011 and terminate 12-31-2011 and authorize the Chairman of the Board to sign said agreement.  A motion was made by Commissioner Affeldt, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to extend the ODC lease on their building in the City of Fosston, MN.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to give conditional approval to Sanimax of St. Paul for a Hauler’s License until receipt of proper paperwork.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to accept the quote of Ziegler in the amount of $166,690.00 for a Loader and premier warranty for the Landfill.  

The following resolution (2010-9-53) was offered by Commissioner Affeldt:

WHEREAS, MS Ch. 297H.02 requires certain political subdivisions to identify 
by Resolution a Market Price for solid waste management tax purposes if the 
political subdivision subsidizes the cost of Municipal Solid Waste (MSW) 
disposal at a facility, or directly bills for organized collection of MSW on 
property tax statements; and


WHEREAS, The political subdivision will be liable for any Solid Waste 
Management Tax (SWMT) based only on the Market Price identified by 
Resolution; and  


WHEREAS, Market Price is defined in State Statute as the “lowest price available 
in the area”; and 


WHEREAS, Polk County has researched and identified the lowest viable Market 
Price available in the area; and


THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That the County of Polk declares the Market
Price for all MSW generated in Polk County to be $39.72 per ton, based upon the 
lowest price available in the area.  Polk County’s identified Market Price includes 
both the cost per ton-mile for transportation and the cost per ton for disposal, 
assuming disposal at the Fargo Landfill.  All costs were calculated using current 
hauling and tip fee rates offered in the region.


Commissioner Affeldt seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Montague, Affeldt, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.

A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Affeldt and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve payment of $149.61 to Mike Raymond for the replacement of a damaged propeller from Tornado damage at the Polk County Park.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept
 the resignation of Kim Tweeten on the LARL Board.


The Board recessed for lunch and returned for individual budget meetings with Jon Steiner, Environmental Services; Mark LeTexier, Sheriff’s Office; and Susan Mills, Correction Center.
