
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., September 7, 2010 in the Board Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Don Diedrich, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Coordinator, Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.  

A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for September 7, 2010: 

1. Approve Auditor Warrant List for August 2010.

2. Approve board minutes dated August 17 and August 24, 2010.

3. Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amounts of:  $61.86 and $51.85.

11. Approve payment to MeritCare Medical Group, Fargo, ND in the amount of $591.00 for medical services.

Josh Johnston, Planning and Zoning Administrator came before the Board with matters pertaining to Planning and Zoning.  Upon motion of resolution (2010-9-47) was denied for a Conditional Use Permit for Parcel No’s 12.00139.00 and 12.00140.00 to locate a farm-related business in the General Agricultural District (complete copy of the resolution on file in the office of the County Coordinator).

Michelle Cote, County Recorder came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to her department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the quote of U.S. Records in the amount of $7,417.13 to repair four marriage books and laminate four Grantor/Grantee Deed books and to approve the quote of Kvien Document Imaging to scan all the remaining real estate books in the amount of $169,539.00 said amounts to be taken from the Recorder’s Technical Fund.

Nick Drees, Manager of the Middle-Snake-Tamarac River Watershed District along with Nate Dalager of HDR Engineering came before the Board to give the Board an update on the Brandt-Angus Impoundment.

Nancy Shafer, Polk County Emergency Management Director came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to Emergency Management.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agreement between Polk County and the State of Minnesota Through Its Commissioner of Transportation for the Operation of Subscriber Radios on the Allied Radio Matrix for Emergency Response (ARMER) System and authorize the Chairman of the Board and County Coordinator to sign said agreement.

Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Certificate of Performance for CP 110-00-00 for Maintenance Gravel Hauling in the name of Thygeson Construction for the amount of $115,396.30 and authorize payment.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the quote of Schmitz Builders in the amount of $21,389.04 for the East Grand Forks Shop (low quote).  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the quote of Minn-Dak Asphalt in the amount of $8,600.00 for the parking lot at the East Grand Forks Shop.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Grant Agreement – Construction Grant for SAP 60-657-003, Bridge 60L08 under the Local Bridge Replacement Program and authorize the Chairman of the Board and County Coordinator to sign said contract. 


The following resolution (2010-9-48) was offered by CommissionerDiedrich:

WHEREAS, The County of Polk has applied to the Commissioner of Transportation for a grant from the Minnesota State Transportation Fund for the replacement of Bridge No. 92450 (New Br. No. 60L08) on C.S.A.H. 57 (4.0 miles East of TH 75) over JD 60, SAP 060-057-003; and

WHEREAS, The application for the grant has been reviewed by the Northwest Regional Development Commission; and

WHEREAS, The amount of the grant has been determined to be $34,916.25 by reason of the lowest responsible bid.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That the County of Polk does hereby affirm that any cost of the bridge in excess of the grant will be appropriated from funds available to the County of Polk, and that any grant monies appropriated for the bridge but not required, based on the final estimate, shall be returned to the Minnesota State Transportation Fund.



Commissioner Montague seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Montague, Affeldt, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.

Upon motion the Board adjourned for lunch.

Kay Hegge representing the Prairie Skyline Foundation came before the Board to discuss ways of preserving the Wayne Hotel from demolition.  The Board informed Ms. Hegge they would discuss the matter at a future time.

David Unmacht of Springsted came before the Board with a formal submittal of the recommendations of the Polk County Organizational Analysis and accompanying next steps in the implementation process.

Chairman of the Board Commissioner Strandell left the Board meeting and Vice-Chairman Affeldt assumed the chair.

Sheri Altepeter, Polk County Public Health Director came before the Board with matters pertaining to her department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize advertising for a full-time Public Health Nurse.

Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Application for Repurchase of Tax Forfeited Land identified as Parcel No. 82.01272.00 in the City of Crookston.

John Schmalenberg, County Coordinator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize advertising for bids for the demolition of the Wayne Hotel.  Discussion was held on the preliminary levy for 2011.

The following resolution (2010-9-49) was offered by Commissioner Montague:

WHEREAS, The Minnesota State Legislature passed and the Governor of the State of Minnesota signed into law, Minnesota Laws 2001, Special Session Chapter 5, and;

WHEREAS, Said law requires local taxing authorities in the State of Minnesota to establish a proposed levy on or before September 15, 2010 for taxes payable in 2011, and;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, By the Board of County Commissioners of Polk County that the proposed statement of expenses and anticipated receipts on file in the office of the County Coordinator, for the year 2011, be and they hereby are preliminarily accepted by this Board as a proposed budget for Polk County for the year 2011 dated September 1, 2010 and that the proposed levy on the taxable property for Polk County for Year 2010 payable in 2011 be preliminarily set as follows:
