
Pursuant to motion of adjournment the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 10:00 o’clock p.m., January 18, 2011 in the Commissioners Room, Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present:  Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Administrator, Clerk of the Board.  Others present: Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Tangee Bouvette, Deputy Clerk of the Board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for January 18, 2011: 
1. Approve Commissioner Warrants: General Revenue Fund, $711,877.42; Public Works

5. Approve payment to Fertile Oil, Fertile, MN for fuel in the amount of $20,929.41 for a transport of diesel fuel and LP gas for Fertile shop Transport. Approve for signature the Tri-Valley Opportunity Council Inc., Head Start Nutrition Consultant Services Contract for the period of December 1 – December 31, 2011.

6. Approve payment to Heppner Consulting, Inc., Warroad, MN in the amount of $70.00 for printer services.

            Bids were received for the purchase of two crew cab, four wheel drive half ton pick-up trucks for the Sheriff’s Office.   A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the purchase of two (2) GMC Sierra four-wheel drive Crew Cab pickups with SLE package from Nelson Auto Center, Thief River Falls, MN, in the amount of $25,688 per vehicle.
      Jerry Kovar, Darin Carlstrom, and Jody Beauchane came before the board to discuss matters pertaining to the Highway Department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Certificate of Performance for SAP 60-657-003 to Knife River Materials.  

The following resolution (2011-1-4) was offered by Commissioner Strandell:

Commissioner Buness seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.

A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Ditch Petitions, CD 91, Branch 1 and CD 89 for Enbridge Pipeline.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve Grove Mechanical to furnish six (6) Fostoria Infrared heater units for the total price of $4,832.82 and authorize Falls Electric to install the units for the cost of $3,095.00.

Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.
John Schmalenberg, County Administrator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Cafeteria Plan Contribution in the amount of $665 per month for non-union personnel and department heads.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve an Agreement between Polk County Public Health and Minnesota State University, Mankato and Minot State University for student RN nursing internships.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve an agreement between Polk County Public Health and Tri-County Community Corrections for vaccine storage during a power outage/mechanical failure.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to reappoint Jerry Erickson to the Minnesota Red River Valley Development Association for a 3 year term to expire March 6, 2014.

A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the January 2011 Commissioner Warrants for payment:
