
Pursuant to motion of adjournment, the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., February 22, 2011 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Affeldt and John P. Schmalenberg, County Administrator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, Tangee Bouvette, Deputy Clerk of the Board. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for February 22, 2011: 

1. Approve board minutes dated February 15, 2011.

2. Approve the transfer $1.5 million from the Human Services Fund to the General Revenue Fund.

3. Approve advertising for bids for fuel tanks and pumps at the Polk County Highway Shop in Crookston, MN.
   
 A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the filling of a Social Services Social Worker position as well as an Environmental Services Technician.

   
 A discussion was had about setting up a meeting with Marvin Hedlund regarding the MRSRT Watershed. No formal action was taken.

         
 Barb Erdman, Polk County Sheriff came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to her department.  Sheriff Erdman handed out the January transport report and the document services report for civil services handled through the Sheriff’s Office.  Sheriff Erdman also presented a call for service report for the communities of Fosston, Erskine, McIntosh and Fertile.
         
Nancy Shafer, Polk County Sheriff’s Office Dispatch Supervisor/County Emergency Manager came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to radio/communications issues.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the Board Chairman to sign the Lease Agreement with MNDOT for a new tower at Marcoux Tower.
John Schmalenberg, County Administrator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A discussion was had regarding the Wayne Hotel demolition stones that were missing.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Emergency Manager salary of $4,660.95 to be split equally between the County Sheriff and Chief Deputy.
Richard Sanders, County Engineer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.   A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the purchase of a Four Wheel Drive One Ton Regular Cab from Brost Chevrolet, Crookston, MN in the amount of $29,625.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to award Box and Sander for one ton from Burt’s Equipment in the amount of $15,648.64.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the purchase and installation of the Fosston Shop Furnace from Mahnekes Heating in Fosston, MN in the amount of $5,080.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Road Restriction Map with revisions.
The following resolution (2011-2-10) was offered by Commissioner Diedrich.

WHEREAS, The Board of County Commissioners of Polk County desire to designate an efficient transportation system of County Highways within Polk County.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, By the Board of County Commissioners of Polk County that the following route be and hereby is designated a Ten Ton county Highway route:  County State Aid Highway 9 from the Red River of the North East to Minnesota Trunk Highway No. 220 approximately 1 mile.

Commissioner Buness seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.
The following resolution (2011-2-11) was offered by Commissioner Diedrich.
WHEREAS, The Board of County Commissioners of Polk County desire to designate an efficient transportation system of County Highways within Polk County.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, By the Board of County Commissioners of Polk County that the following route be and hereby is designated a Ten Ton county Highway route:  County State Aid Highway 11 from the TH 2 (in Crookston, MN) to the Polk/Red Lake County Line.  Length approximately 13.0 miles.

Commissioner Buness seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.


A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Joint Powers Agreement between Clearwater County and Polk County for the Rumble Stripe Project.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve utilization of Vern’s Parking Lot Maintenance for street sweeping on County Roads in the small cities within Polk County at the rate of $122.00 per hour.

Gerald Amiot, Polk County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Cardmember Services bill in the amount of $4,814.17.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the hiring of temporary help for approximately 5 weeks for the 2011 Tax Payment Processing.  The Board received the January 31, 2011 Cash Trial Balance Reports for review.
