The following resolution (2011-4-17) was offered by Commissioner Montague:

WHEREAS, The flood waters impacted the population of Polk County and its cities; and

WHEREAS, The National Weather Service river crest predictions for Crookston and East Grand Forks and along with overland flooding in Polk County will cause a significant amount of public property damage; and

WHEREAS, The Polk County Department of Emergency Management requests the Polk County Board of Commissioners to declare Polk County in a State of Emergency for the flood event of 2011.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That the Polk County Board of Commissioners declares Polk County in a State of Emergency for conditions resulting from the flooding event of 2011.  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Polk County Board of Commissioners appoints Nancy Shafer as Emergency Manager.


Commissioner Diedrich seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.
