A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the payment of $210.08 for a one year subscription to the Grand Forks Herald for the Incinerator.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the quote of R.J. Zavoral & Sons in the amount of $28,675. (low quote) for the replacement of centerline culverts on CSAH 10 near Rindal and CSAH 12, 1.5 miles S of CSAH #41.
