
Pursuant to motion of adjournment the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 10:00 o’clock a.m., May 17, 2011 in the Commissioners Room, Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present:  Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner Don Diedrich and John P. Schmalenberg, County Administrator, Clerk of the Board.  Others present: Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for May 17, 2011:

1. Approve Commissioner Warrants:  General Revenue Fund, $87,644.39; Public Works Fund, $179,013.30; Public Safety Fund, $82,288.56; Public Health Fund, $75,819.24; Special Assessments (Ditch) Fund, $6,495.50; Environmental Services Fund, $13,411.23; Resource Recovery Fund, $64,187.48; Landfill Fund, $24,096.12; Per Diems, $2,100.00; Meals, $53.45.

2.  Approve the May 3, 2011 board minutes.

3. Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amounts of:  $91.99 and $86.76.

4. Approve a building permit fee to City of East Grand Forks, East Grand Forks, MN in the amount of $169.50 for siding the East Grand Forks Highway Department Shop.
5. Approve payment to Verita Exchange Corporation for Ziegler Rental, Minneapolis, MN in the amount of $136,832.08 for a motor grader payment.

6. Approve for signature the CHB Grant Agreement with MDH – QI Leadership Collaborative 

7. Approve and Renew the Lease Extension for the Department of Public Safety Driver and Vehicle Services for the Driver’s Exam Station at the Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN for a 3-year term commencing 7-1-2011 through 6-30-2014.
8. Approve payment to MN Association of County Auditors, Treasurers, & Finance Officers (MACATFO) in the amount of $25.00 for registration fees for Gerald Amiot to attend the 2011 Summer Conference.

9. Approve payment to West Payment Center, Carol Stream, IL in the amount of $135.20 for MN Rules of Court State and Federal Pamphlets and the Federal Key Rules Pamphlet for the County Attorney’s Office

Barb Erdman, Polk County Sheriff came before the Board with matters pertaining to the Sheriff’s Department.  Barb Erdman updated the Board on the mobile data project and the new software.  Last phase of the updating will be the records management system updated to web based software at a cost of $13,189.00.
Jon Steiner, Environmental Services Officer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the following SW Fee Abatements  of 2011 Codes of Parcel No’s 82.01840.00, SWC-002 to 0,  87.00271.00, SWC-001 to 0 and 92.00038.00 SWC-001 to 0.  A discussion followed regarding the septic fees and the position of the State.  The Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA) pharmaceutical collection was held on April 30, 2011.  Polk County, under approval from the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) accepted and disposed of 599 pounds of controlled substances from NW MN Communities.  
Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to award the mill and overlay of S.P. 60-622-006, S.P. 60-999-023 to Minn-Dak Asphalt, Inc., in the amount of $1,747,883.50 (low bid) and authorized the Chairman of the Board and County Administrator to sign said contract.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell seconded by Commissioner Buness  and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to award the overlay of SAP 60-614-19, S.P. 60-99-022 to Anderson Brothers in the amount of $1,424,804.48 (low bid) and authorize the Chairman of the Board and County Administrator to sign said contract.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Gentilly Township Agency Contract and authorize the Chairman of the Board and County Administrator to sign said contract.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the quote of Dakota Fence for Guard Rail on CSAH 9, CSAH 11, and CSAH 72 in the amount of $6,737,00 (low quote).  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to reclaim remainder of CSAH 37 from CR 210 – CSAH 34 in the amount of $40,000.00.  Mr. Sanders reported that on May 16th a discussion was held on the Grand Marais project with several members of the public along with several commissioners and the County Highway Engineer, he felt it was a good meeting.  He also discussed the Adopt a Highway Program for county roads and explained the process with the Board.
Josh Johnston, Planning and Zoning Administrator came before the Board with matters pertaining to Planning and Zoning.  Upon motion resolution (2011-11-23) was approved for an Interim Use Permit to locate a seasonal home/garden decorating gift shop on Parcel No. 32.00214.02 (complete copy of the resolution is on file in the Office of the County Administrator).   

Gerald Amiot, Polk County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the renewal of the or 3.2 license for On-Sale to James W. Thomasson DBA The Inn at Maple Crossing and the renewal of the 3.2 license for Off-Sale to David & Cynthia Tyler DBA Oak Cove Resort.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Minnesota Lawful Gambling LG220 Application for Exempt Permit for the Holy Trinity Catholic Church at Tabor, MN.
The Chairman of the Board closed the Board meeting and opened the Hearing on the Petition to change the name of “Wahl Lake” to “Bakken Lake” in Grove Park-Tilden Township, Polk County.  There were several members of the public present (list on file in the office of Polk County Auditor-Treasurer).  Peter Boulay of the MN Department of Natural Resources Climatology Department came before the Board to discuss the lake and how to change the name of the lake.  No opposition had been received.  Mr. Amiot reported on what actions had been taken by his office regarding the Hearing and notification.
The Chairman of the Board closed the Hearing and reopened the Board meeting.

The following resolution (2011-5-24) was offered by Commissioner Buness:

WHEREAS, The Polk County Board of Commissioners is given authority in Minnesota Statutes (83 A.05-83 A.07) to name lakes, rivers and streams within the County.
WHEREAS, The Polk County Board of Commissioners hereby makes the following Finding of Facts:

1. The required petition was received by the Auditor-Treasurer from legal voters of residence requesting the changing of the name of “Wahl Lake” to “Bakken Lake” in Section 25, Township 149N, Range 44W; Polk County.  Such petition was filed with the Polk County Auditor-Treasurer on the 19th day of November 2010.  This petition met the statutory requirements of Minnesota Statute 83A.05, sub. 2.

2. The Auditor-Treasurer’s office requested and the County Board ordered a time and location for the hearing on the petition which was held more than 30 days after the order was made.

3. The notice of the public hearing was published for three weeks in the official newspaper of the County on the following dates:  April 13, 2011, April 20, 2011, and April 27, 2011.  Service of the notice of hearing was made to the Commissioner for the Department of Natural Resources, the Director of the Division of Waters and the Town Board chair by certified mail.

4. A public hearing was held at 1:30 p.m., on May 17, 2011 at the Polk County Government Center after proper notice to Grove Park-Tilden Township and the Department of Natural  Resource; and

5. The Minnesota Department of Natural Resources Director reviewed the request for changing of the name and responded that the name “Bakken Lake” does not duplicate the name of any existing lakes in the State of Minnesota.

6. The Polk County Board of Commissioners heard from all interested persons on the changing of the name of the lake.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, By the Polk County Board of Commissioners hereby changes the name of the lake to “Bakken Lake”, and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That Polk County hereby notifies the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources of the changing of the name of the lake for inclusion on future public water listings.


Commissioner Montague seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Montague, Strandell, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.

John Schmalenberg, County Administrator came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the reappointment of Dixie Holen to the NW Private Industry Council Board.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the reappointment of Paula Waters to the Social Services Board.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the overrun of the Crack Fill contract with Northwest Asphalt Maintenance, Inc. Goodridge, MN in the amount of $8,300.00. Commissioner Buness is unable to serve on the Appraisal Team for the 2011 Tax-Forfeited Land Sale, Commissioner Affeldt will serve as alternate.   

The following resolution (2011-5-25) was offered by Commissioner Strandell:

WHEREAS, Minnesota is consistently placed at or near the bottom of national measures that assess the capacity for local government innovation in all 50 states, 

WHEREAS, Minnesota and its counties face significant demographic trends that will require innovative approaches to program delivery in order to adequately meet the growing and changing needs of citizens;

WHEREAS, Counties with innovative ideas should be provided the requisite opportunity and flexibility to successfully implement those ideas so as to best serve their communities,

WHEREAS, Counties across Minnesota boast significant geographic, demographic and economic diversity that thus requires maximum flexibility in programmatic implementation,

WHEREAS, Counties are willing and able to identify, implement and methodically verify increased programmatic efficiencies through a process that will cultivate and sustain a strong and trusting state-local partnership, and 

WHEREAS, Transitioning to an outcomes-based system of program evaluation is in the best interest of every Minnesota citizen and government that desires to maximize public resources and enhance the quality of life in their community to the fullest extent possible,

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED, That Polk County recommends that the Legislature and governor work cooperatively with all 87 counties to swiftly pass the MAGIC Act into law during the 2011 legislative session, thus implementing a system that will enhance and incent local government efficiency and innovation throughout Minnesota by:

1. Allowing counties to take any action not prohibited by state law to provide for the health, safety and general welfare of the public; and 

2. Creating a measured, outcomes-based waiver process whereby counties, in partnership with the legislative and executive branch of state government, can implement efficiency-based, time-limited pilot programs that are subject to final review by the Legislature and governor and will create a repository of best practices so as to improve long-term policy decisions across the state.


Commissioner Montague seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Montague, Strandell, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.


A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board that the following Commissioner Warrants were approved:
