
Pursuant to motion of adjournment the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:00 o’clock a.m., May 24, 2011 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston MN.  Members present: Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Don Diedrich, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Administrator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for May 24, 2011: 

1. Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amounts of: $82.02, $1,283.31, $320.33, $1,097.77, $318.93. 
2. Approve payment to Card Members Services, St. Louis, MO in the amount of $8,778.38 for Credit Card Purchases.

3. Approve the Homestead Application Reduction in Taxes List.
Barb Erdman, Polk County Sheriff came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to the Sheriff’s Department.  Sheriff Erdman reviewed the April 2011 department reports with the Board.  
Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board to discuss    pertaining to the Highway Department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize approving the Grand Marais Project.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the petition on CD #32 in Nesbit Township, Section 10 to appoint the County Engineer and authorize the work to be done.  A discussion was held regarding the GIS employment history for the afternoon session and what will be accomplished.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize filling the Physical Plant Tech at the Highway Department.  A discussion was held on County Highway roads and future needs. 
Gerald Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A meeting has been set for the County Extension Committee for July 13th at 11:30 a.m.
John Schmalenberg, County Administrator and Michelle Cote, County Recorder came before the Board to discuss plans for the shifting of offices for the Tax Payer Service Center.  After discussing the plans with the Board, they were requested to come back in two weeks with final plans.
John Schmalenberg, County Administrator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize advertising for a replacement for a loader operator position and the hiring of a seasonal employee for the Incinerator for the summer.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize payment of $595.00 to Beta Analytic Inc. for CO testing at the Incinerator.
Upon motion the Board adjourned for lunch.

Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board for a GIS demonstration and discussion of the Parcel Map Project, Section Corner Project and the New Web Fusion Project and where does the Board want the Highway Department to go from here.
