
Pursuant to motion of adjournment the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:00 o’clock a.m., June 28, 2011 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston MN.  Members present: Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Don Diedrich, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Administrator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Gerald J. Amiot, County Auditor-Treasurer, and Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board. 


A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for June 28, 2011: 

1. Approve the June 7 and June 21, 2011 board minutes.

2. Approve payment to CardMember Services, St. Louis, MO in the amount of                     $7,732.17 for credit card purchases.

3. Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amounts of:  $228.81,                 $49.56, $118.95, $919.19, $42.92 and $85.83.

Karl Erickson, Chief Deputy of the Sheriff’s Department came before the Board to review the May 2011 department reports with the Board.  

Josh Johnston, Planning and Zoning Administrator came before the Board with matters pertaining to Planning and Zoning.  Upon motion resolution (2011-6-33) was approved for a Conditional Use Permit for Parcel No. 74.00208.03 to build an accessory structure.  Resolution is on file in the office of the County Administrator.
Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve hiring Nate Smith full-time as a GIS/Tech IIIC position at the 5 year level. A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Certificate of Performance on SP 088-070-003 for Swanston Equipment Co in the amount of $1,744,123.97 and authorize the County Engineer to sign the contract.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Strandell, and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the ditch petitions on CD #67 Bygland Township, CD # 176 Rosebud Township and CD #48 Rosebud Township and authorize the work to be done.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the quote for the replacement of the mower at Tilberg Park from Crookston Implement in the amount of $6,475.93 (low quote).  Mr. Sanders presented accident information for 2010 and for the period of 2006-2010.  Mr. Sanders spoke on the State Shutdown and the effects to the Public Works Department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize payment of $11,613.90 to Northern Lumber for the East Grand Forks Highway Shop repair.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize repair of the Angus Highway Shop.

The following resolution (2011-6-34) was offered by Commissioner Diedrich:

WHEREAS, Contract No. 1192 has in all things been completed, and the County Board being fully advised in the premises.

NOW THEN BE IT RESOLVED, That we do hereby accept said completed project for and in behalf of the Polk County Highway Department and authorize final payment as specified herein.


Commissioner Buness seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Montague, Strandell. Diedrich.  NAYS: None

Gerald Amiot, Auditor-Treasurer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Application for Repurchase of Tax-forfeited Lands Parcel No. 94.00082.00.
John Schmalenberg, County Administrator came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  Mr. Schmalenberg discussed the IRS mileage rate increase to 55.5 cents per mile effective July 1, 2011.  The Board discussed a possible special Board meeting on July 13, 2011.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve payment to the State for two background checks for prospective employees.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the 2011 Demo Bid Project quotes for tax forfeited lands; Lyle Wilkens, Inc. for Nielsville Site $31,174.00, Peterson Construction for Tabor Site $5,450.00, Euclid Site $4,330.00, Gentilly Site, $3,880.00, and Mentor Site, $4,190.00.
