Pursuant to motion of adjournment the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:00 o’clock a.m., August 23, 2011 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston MN.  Members present: Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Don Diedrich, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Administrator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Buness seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for August 23, 2011: 

a.	Approve payment to Quill Corporation, Philadelphia, PA in the amount of                  		$299.14 for office supplies for the Polk County Attorney’s Office.
b.	Approve payment to the Crookston Fuel Company, Crookston, MN in the 	amount of $75.11 for gas for the Polk County Attorney/Victim Services Office.
c.	Approve payment to Fertile Oil, Fertile, MN in the amount of $23,728.25 for a transport of fuel for the Highway Department.

Susan Mills, Director of the Regional Corrections Center came before the Board to discuss her upcoming retirement. 

Rob Wagner, Polk County Director of Assessment Services came before the Board with matters pertaining to the Taxpayer Service Center.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Union Lake/Sarah and Maple Lake Improvement Districts 2012 budgets.  Discussion was held on the Northwest Regional Development Commission levy for 2012.

The Board recessed the Board meeting to attend the meeting with State Representative Deb Kiel and Greg Davids, House Chairman of the Tax Committee at RBJ’s Restaurant.

The Board reconvened the Board meeting.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Chairman of the Board closed the Board meeting and opened the Hearing for the Golf Cart Ordinance.  Several citizens from Polk county were present (list of people present on file in the office of the County Administrator).  The Chairman asked if anyone had any issues with the ordinance.  The spokesman from the citizens said they had no problems with the Ordinance. Commissioner Buness hoped the townships would have no problems with adopting their Ordinances.  

The Chairman of the Board closed the Hearing and re-opened the County Board meeting.  The Chairman announced that final adoption of the Ordinance regulating the use of ATV’s and Golf Carts on County Roads will be held at the County Board meeting on September 6, 2011.

John Schmalenberg, County Administrator came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Public Health Preparedness Grant/CDFA No. 93.069 and authorize the Chairman of the Board and County Administrator to sign said grant.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the permanent $200,000 transfer of funds from the General Revenue Fund to the Public Health Fund.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the Ditch Engineer to work with FEMA and the Sandhill Watershed for the repair of the Ditch Petition on CD #122 Liberty Township, Section 11 in accordance with MN Statute 103E.721, A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the petition on J.D. #60 Crookston Township, Section 14 and appoint Richard Sanders as Engineer and authorize the work to be done.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Cardmember bill in the amount of $4,191.67 and authorize payment

The following resolution (2011-8-41) was offered by Commissioner Buness:

WHEREAS, MS Ch. 297H.02 requires certain political subdivisions to identify by Resolution a Market Price for solid waste management tax purposes if the political subdivision subsidizes the cost of Municipal Solid Waste (MSW) disposal at a facility, or directly bills for organized collection of MSW on property tax statements; and

WHEREAS, The political subdivision will be liable for any Solid Waste Management Tax (SWMT) based only on the Market Price identified by Resolution; and  

WHEREAS, Market Price is defined in State Statute as the “lowest price available in the area”; and 

WHEREAS, Polk County has researched and identified the lowest viable Market Price available in the area; and

WHEREAS, The County of Polk declares the Market Price for all MSW generated in Polk County to be $39.72 per ton, based upon the lowest price available in the area.  Polk County’s identified Market Price includes both the cost per ton-mile for transportation and the cost per ton for disposal, assuming disposal at the Fargo Landfill.  All costs were calculated using current hauling and tip fee rates offered in the region.

	Commissioner Strandell seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Strandell, Montague, Diedrich.  NAYS:  None.
