Members present: Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Don Diedrich, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Administrator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for September 27, 2011: 

1.	Approve payments to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amounts of:  $72.47, $22.96, $48.41, $92.68, $$484.37, $42.00, $48.41, $252.11, $91.55, and $9.21.
2.	Approve the minutes dated September 6 and September 20, 2011.
3.	Approve payment to CardMember Services, St. Louis, MO in the amount of $4,491.69 for credit card purchases.
4.	Approve payment to Sanford Medical Center, Thief River Falls, MN in the amount of $990.25 for medical services.
5.	Approve payment to Family Advocacy Center, Bemidji, MN in the amount of $954.55 for medical services.
6.	Approve payment to Sanford Clinic Fargo Region, Fargo, ND in the amount of $5,304.00 for medical services.

	Barb Erdman, Polk County Sheriff came before the Board with the August reports for the Sheriff’s Department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the purchase of RT Vision Software.

	Jon Steiner, Solid Waste Director came before the Board with Planning and Zoning matters.  Upon motion resolution (2011-9-46) was approved for a Conditional Use Permit for an accessory structure septic hook-up on Parcel No. 74.00810.00 (complete copy of resolution is on file in the County Administrator’s Office).  Upon motion resolution (2011-9-47) was approved for a Conditional Use Permit for an accessory structure septic hook-up on Parcel No. 74.00803.01 (complete copy of resolution is on file in the County Administrator’s Office).

	Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the petition on CD # 83 in Rosebud Township and appoint Richard Sanders as Ditch Engineer and authorize the work to be done.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the CFA Fuel Transaction Interface quote in the amount of $3,000.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the purchase of Eagle Point Software in the amount of $2,000.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the County Highway Engineer to attend the Dust Institute Conference in Los Vegas, Nevada from November 6th through the 9th at the State’s expense.

	John Schmalenberg, County Administrator came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize refilling an RN II position vacancy at Public Health.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Public Health Grants, Childhood Immunizations.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Accreditation Self-Assessment Grant.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize the warrant to be issued for the purchase of the Stenberg Building.

The Board met with Greg Widseth, County Attorney; Jon Steiner, Solid Waste Director; Susan Mills, Tri-County Community Corrections; Kent Johnson, Social Services Director; Jan Skyberg, Building Maintenance Supervisor and John Schmalenberg, County Administrator to review departmental budgets for 2012.
