


[bookmark: _GoBack][bookmark: OLE_LINK3][bookmark: OLE_LINK4]Pursuant to motion of adjournment the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 10:00 o’clock a.m., October 18, 2011 in the Commissioners Room, Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present:  Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner Don Diedrich and John P. Schmalenberg, County Administrator, Clerk of the Board.  Others present: Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.

A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for October, 2011: 

1.	Approve Commissioner Warrants: General Revenue Fund, $77,098.46; Public Works Fund, $195,698.86; Public Safety Fund, $23,072.76; Public Health Fund, $67,688.58;  Special Assessments (Ditch) Fund, $66,208.21; Environmental Services Fund, $31,130.38; Resource Recovery Fund, $70,385.95; Landfill Fund, $5,968.72; Per diems, $900.00; Meal Reimbursements, $40.25.

Nancy Shafer, Emergency Services Director came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to Emergency Services.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Emergency Services Operation Plan. A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the State of Minnesota Land Lease No. 99729 and authorize the Chairman of the Board and County Administrator to sign said lease. 

Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to concur on the Final Payment of SAP 60-605-007 with Knife River Materials and authorize making final payment to Red Lake County.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize purchasing an Air Compressor from Auto Value in the amount of $3,420.00 (low quote).  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to award to Swingen Construction Co. for the Gentilly Bridge Repair in the amount of $97,000.00 (low quote).  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to reduce retainage on SP 60-609-021, Thompson Bridge to $15,000.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to award Tandem Axle Truck Equipment to Bert’s Truck Equipment, Moorhead, MN in the amount of $230,016.00 (low quote).  A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Agreement with Midwest Testing for Gravel Exploration for Polk County property next to the Landfill in the amount of $9,880.00.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Euclid Township Bridge construction agreements and authorize the Chairman of the Board and County Administrator to sign said agreements.

Sarah Reese from Public Health along with Dean Vikan of Fosston came before the Board to give an update on the SHIP Program and to discuss the SHIP Star Awards given to members of the County of which Mr. Vikan was one who helped support the SHIP Program.  

Pat Wangler, CEO of the Fosston Hospital came before the Board to discuss a Community Health Assessment Grant for the Fosston Hospital and to ask the support of the Polk County Board for the application of a grant.  

	The following resolution (2011-10-48) was offered by Commissioner Diedrich:

WHEREAS, First Care Medical Services DBA Essentia Health Fosston desires to apply for a grant to conduct a Community Health Assessment.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That the Polk County Board of Commissioners/Polk County Board of Health hereby supports First Care Medical Services DBA Essentia Health in their efforts to apply for a grant to conduct a Community Health Assessment and develop a strategy for addressing the help needs identified in the assessment for their service area.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That Polk County’s Public Health Department will assist Essentia Health with the assessment in areas of their expertise, within their ability to do so. 

	Commissioner Strandell seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Montague, Strandell. Diedrich.  NAYS: None

A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich, seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve payment of $167.50 for roof repairs of the Z-Place property.  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness, seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to authorize purchasing a John Deere mower from the State Contract in the amount of $18,500.00.
