


[bookmark: _GoBack]Pursuant to motion of adjournment the Polk County Board of Commissioners met in regular session at 8:30 o’clock a.m., November 1, 2011 in the Commissioner’s Room, Polk County Government Center, Crookston, MN.  Members present: Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Don Diedrich, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Administrator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board.   

A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell, seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for November 1, 2011: 

1.	Approve Auditor’s Warrants.
2.	Approve the October 25, 2011 board minutes.
3.	Approve payment to Cole Papers, Inc., Fargo, ND in the amount of $369.98.
4.	Approve payment to CardMember Services, St. Louis, MO in the amount of                     $6,294.27 for credit card purchases.
5.	Approve payment to Wal-Mart Community, Atlanta, GA in the amount of $1,025.76 for miscellaneous supplies for Polk County Public Health.

	Josh Johnston, Planning and Zoning Administrator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to Planning and Zoning.  Upon motion resolution ( 2011-11-49) was approved for final approval of adding of an additional 45 units to existing Union Lake Sara Campground on Parcel No’s 45.00236.00, 45.00236.05 and 45.00236.06 (complete copy of resolution on file in the office of the County Administrator).  A motion was made by Commissioner Buness seconded by Commissioner Montague and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Joyce’s Addition Preliminary Plat on Parcel No. 74.00033.00.  Upon motion resolution (2011-11-50) was approved for a Conditional Use Permit to hook a septic system to an accessory structure on Parcel No. 74.00801.00.  A motion was made by Strandell seconded by Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to appoint Roland Gagner and Dennis Yele to the Board of Adjustment on the Planning and Zoning Board.

	Barb Erdman, Polk County Sheriff came before the Board with matters pertaining to her department.  

	Michelle Cote, Property Records came before the Board with matters pertaining to her department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the application for County On-Sale Liquor License by Kenneth Avery Trandem DBA Joe DiMaggios Grill and Pizza.

	Jon Steiner, Environmental Services Officer came before the Board with matters pertaining to Solid Waste/Recycling.  

	Richard Sanders, Polk County Highway/Ditch Engineer came before the Board with matters pertaining to his department. A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to accept the ditch petition on CD #48, Section 11 of Rosebud Township and authorize the work to be done. A motion was made by Commissioner Buness seconded by Commissioner Diedrich and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the Highway Engineer to attend the National Association of County Engineer’s Conference in Lexington Kentucky from March 30 through April 5, 2012.

	The following resolution (2011-11-51) was offered by Commissioner Diedrich:

BE IT RESOLVED, That pursuant to Minnesota Stat. Sec. 161.36, the Commissioner of Transportation be appointed as Agent of Polk County to accept as its agent, federal aid funds which may be made available for eligible transportation related projects.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, The Chairman of the Board and County Administrator are hereby authorized and directed for and on behalf of the County to execute and enter into an agreement with the Commissioner of Transportation prescribing the terms and conditions of said federal aid participation as set forth and contained in “Minnesota Department of Transportation Agency Agreement No. 00060”, a copy of which said agreement was before the County Board and which is made a part hereof by reference.

	Commissioner Strandell seconded the foregoing resolution and it was declared adopted upon the following vote.  YEAS: Buness, Montague, Strandell. Diedrich.  NAYS: None

	John Schmalenberg, County Administrator came before the Board to discuss matters pertaining to his department.  A motion was made by Commissioner Diedrich seconded by Commissioner Strandell and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to recommend the following nominations to the NW Regional Development Commission:  Gerald Jacobson, Labor, William Montague, Financial Institutions, Gerald Amiot, Seniors, and Kathleen Twite, Business.  A motion was made by Commissioner Strandell seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the Board to approve the appointment of voting delegates to the AMC annual meeting: Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Don Diedrich, Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Michelle Cote, Director Property Records, John P. Schmalenberg, County Administrator, and Richard Sanders, County Engineer.
