Members present: Commissioner Warren Affeldt, Commissioner Craig Buness, Commissioner Warren Strandell, Commissioner William Montague, Commissioner Don Diedrich, and John P. Schmalenberg, County Administrator/Clerk of the Board. Others Present:  Judith H. Luettjohann, Deputy Clerk of the Board. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Montague seconded by Commissioner Buness and adopted by unanimous vote of the board to approve the agenda and consent agenda for November 22, 2011:
